2. Parents must preregister their children.  Nursery is available to children Newborn-3 years 

old.  Unfortunately, we are not able to make exceptions to this policy due to limited space 

and workers.  If you did not preregister your children when you registered for the 

conference, please text me at 859-321-4168 the following information to get them 

registered: 

*Your child’s first and last name, their date of birth, any special instructions or 

allergies.

3. Parents will be asked to clean their children’s hands at the hand sanitizer area located in 

the hall prior to entering the nursery.  Please remove your child from their infant carseat 

and leave it in the designated area outside the nursery. 

4. Any child with a temperature of above 99 degrees, or any signs of illness in the past 24 

hours will not be permitted to enter the nursery.

Any vomiting or diarrhea in the past 24 hours 

Any contagious rash or disease, any rash associated with illness 

Pinkeye/red eye with yellow discharge, red eye without discharge 

Flushed cheeks or bright red cheeks/face 

Any open wound or stitches 

Extreme fussiness or extreme fatigue
