🕊️ Confirmation Novena for the Church Community (Day 1)  Oct. 11, 2025
Theme: Wisdom and Guidance for Our Students
Scripture: "If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all generously and without reproach, and it will be given to him." — James 1:5
Prayer: Heavenly Father, we lift up our Confirmation students to You. May Your Spirit of wisdom guide their hearts and minds as they prepare to receive the fullness of Your grace. Help them discern Your voice in a noisy world and walk confidently in Your truth. Send Your Holy Spirit to stir within them a hunger for holiness and a love for Your Word. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: St. Francis gave up wealth to follow Christ. May our students learn that true wisdom is found in surrender.
Action for the Church: Today, light a candle in your home or parish chapel and pray silently for one student by name, if possible.

🕊️ Day 2: Courage and Strength,  Oct. 12, 2025
Scripture: "Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go." — Joshua 1:9
Prayer: Lord Jesus, Grant our students courage to stand firm in their faith and strength to overcome challenges. May they know Your presence in every moment and trust in Your promises. Fill them with boldness to live as witnesses of Your love. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis stepped into the unknown, trusting God. May our students do the same. 
Action for the Church: Write a note of encouragement to a student or share a message of hope on social media.

🕊️ Day 3: Faith and Trust,  Oct. 13, 2025
Scripture: "Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding." — Proverbs 3:5
Prayer: Gracious God, help our students grow in faith and trust in You. When doubts arise, remind them of Your faithfulness. May their hearts be anchored in Your truth and their lives reflect Your goodness. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis was aflame with divine love. May our students burn with the Spirit’s light. 
Action for the Church: Attend daily Mass or spend time in Eucharistic Adoration, offering your prayer for students' faith.

🕊️ Day 4: Joy and Gratitude,  Oct. 14, 2025
Scripture: "Rejoice in the Lord always. I will say it again: Rejoice!" — Philippians 4:4
Prayer: Lord of Joy, Fill our students with a spirit of gratitude and joy. May they celebrate the gift of faith and the beauty of community. Let their hearts overflow with thanksgiving for Your many blessings. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: St. Francis sang to the birds and praised creation. May our students find joy in Your presence.
Action for the Church: Make a list of blessings and thank God for each one, especially the gift of young people in your parish.

🕊️ Day 5: Love and Compassion,  Oct. 15, 2025
Scripture: "Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a multitude of sins." — 1 Peter 4:8
Prayer: God of Love, Teach our students to love as You love—with compassion, patience, and kindness. May they be instruments of peace and healing in their schools, homes, and friendships. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis washed lepers’ feet. May our students learn to serve with love. 
Action for the Church: Perform a random act of kindness today in honor of the students preparing for Confirmation.

🕊️ Day 6: Knowledge and Understanding,   Oct. 16, 2025
Scripture: "Teach me knowledge and good judgment, for I trust your commands." — Psalm 119:66
Prayer: Holy Spirit, Enlighten the minds of our students. May they seek knowledge not just for success, but for wisdom in living Your truth. Help them understand Your will and apply it in their daily lives. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis greeted all with “Peace and Good.” May our students carry peace into their homes and schools. 
Action for the Church: Read a spiritual book or article and share one insight with a student or fellow parishioner.

🕊️ Day 7: Reverence and Awe,  Oct. 17, 2025
Scripture: "The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and knowledge of the Holy One is understanding." — Proverbs 9:10
Prayer: Almighty God, Instill in our students a deep reverence for Your presence and a sense of awe at Your majesty. May they approach You with humility and worship You with sincere hearts. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis called the sun “Brother” and the moon “Sister.” May our students see Your glory in nature. 
Action for the Church: Spend time in quiet reflection before the Blessed Sacrament or in nature, contemplating God's greatness.

🕊️ Day 8: Right Judgment and Discernment,  
Scripture: "Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God’s will is—His good, pleasing and perfect will." — Romans 12:2
Prayer: Spirit of Truth, Guide our students in making wise choices. Help them discern Your will and resist the pressures of the world. May they seek counsel from faithful mentors and grow in spiritual maturity. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis often retreated to pray. May our students find quiet places to meet You. 
Action for the Church: Pray the Rosary today, asking Mary to intercede for students' discernment and clarity.

🕊️ Day 9: Mission and Witness,  Oct. 19, 2025
Scripture: "Go therefore and make disciples of all nations..." — Matthew 28:19
Prayer: Lord of the Harvest, Send forth our students as Your witnesses. May they live boldly as disciples, sharing Your love through word and deed. Empower them to be lights in the world and salt of the earth. Amen.
Franciscan Reflection: Francis preached with his life. May our students be living witnesses
Action for the Church: Invite a student to participate in a parish ministry or write a prayer for their Confirmation day.
