In fis second letter to Timothy, Paul calls us to "bear [our]
share of the hardship for the gospel with the strength that
comes from God." Sarving the Lord requires that we rely an
the gift of the Spirit within us who empowers us to serve
ceurageously and genercusly. The aocd news, Paul tells us,
is that "God did not give us a spirit of cowardice but rather
of power and love and self-contral” In cur efforts to serve
God and ta share aur falth with athars, let's ramembar that
it I1s Ged's grace that Is at work within us, equipping us and
strengathening us, Let's remember Jesus' promise that even
if we only have faith the size of a tiny mustard seed, we can
still do great things for God. Indeed, through the gift of faith
and the gt of his Haly Spirit, Gad has traly given us iImmense
spiritual power,

Take a moment 1o examing your ewn heart, 1s your discipleship
fueled more by a hope of reward (heaven), or, by pure loye
of God? Take some time to pray with St Ignativs of Loyola’s
Prayer far Generosity (the full text can be found anline), asking
the Lord to \narease your generasity in serving him.
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Daily Petition for Faith

This Sunday’s readings show us two very concrete attitudes
that are close to people torn between consciousness: How
should it be? And how is it? One attitude is shown in the
book of the prophet Habakkuk. Very often many of us think
similarly: “How long, O LORD? | cry for help, but you do not
listen!” Perhaps many even today identify with the words: “/
cry out to you, Violence! but you do not intervene”. We feel
weak when we are affected by an unpleasant experience, an
illness, or when we hear a terrible diagnosis. We feel
insecure when life's difficulties, troubles, and worries come
our way. Then we ask: how can we survive this challenging
experience? Do we have enough strength to withstand all
this? Because then all fears, problems multiply, and a person
feels abandoned, lonely, and betrayed. As a consequence,
this situation often leads to unbelief.

However, there may be a second attitude, as shown in the
second reading from Saint Paul's Letter to Timothy: " /
remind you, to stir into flame the gift of God that you have
(...) God give us a spirit of power and love and self-control”,
and therefore He has given us grace. It is an attitude of
certainty that God is with us, he is on our side. So we have a
great charism that God and the Church have given us: the
possibility of realizing our humanity. It is therefore
necessary to feel chosen and guided by God.

This is the situation in which the Apostles found themselves
asking Christ: Increase our faith! The Apostles ask for an
increase in faith when Jesus speaks of scandals, warns
people not to become an offender themselves, and calls us
to always be ready to forgive. The Apostles seem to be
afraid of whether they would withstand the pressure of the
forces of darkness, so they ask for special trust in God in the
face of evil. They ask for a strong faith that God ultimately
wins, that good will prevail over evil, truth over lies, and love
over hate. After all, it often seems that evil, lies or hatred
win.

Someone said: You have lost wealth — you have lost little.
You've lost your health —you haven't lost everything yet. But
if you have lost the living faith, you have lost everything.

We must nurture the development of our faith, and this is
mainly achieved through prayer, in the encounter with God,
when we devote time to Him. Let us spare no time away
from God. October is a special time for praying the rosary,
offering a unique opportunity to pray. If it is impossible to
come to church, then kneel in a common family prayer
space at home.

v

27th Ordinary Sunday

The mysteries of the Rosary in a special way contain not only
the power to obtain a grace for us or for our loved ones, but
they have the power to transform us "from within". Through
the prayer of the Rosary, we can better know the depths of our
hearts and make them strong again. St. John Paul ll, in his
document Rosarium Virginis Mariae, clearly stated that the
rosary is a contemplative prayer.

Contemplation is an inner union with the mystery of God. In
praying, we do not even realize that we are inflaming our
hearts with love for God, touching his mystery, approaching the
source of love and drawing a powerful power that results in
union with God. By praying the Rosary, we simply strengthen
our faith. Meditating on the mysteries of the Rosary, we learn
to look at our daily affairs in God's way, we see that time passes
forever and must be used well. From the Rosary we draw the
strength to bear good witness to others. So we can say that a
person who prays can give a good testimony of life. A person of
deep prayer will give a good testimony, because God will help
us in the moment of trial. Hence, we must all make our daily
prayer the request of the Apostles: Lord, increase our faith.
