the Associate Pastor...

Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday, we celebrate the patronal feast of
our Parish. October 19" is a feast day of St. John
Brebeuf, a Jesuit missionary and martyr whose
life exemplifies unwavering dedication to Christ
and the Gospel. Born in France in 1593, Brebeuf
journeyed to New France (Canada) in 1625,
where he spent years living among the Huron
people, learning their language, and sharing the
message of Christ with deep respect for their
culture.

Despite immense hardships, harsh winters,
iliness, and resistance, Brébeuf remained
steadfast. His love for the Huron people was
profound, and his writings reveal a heart filled
with compassion and humility. In 1649, he was
captured and martyred during a time of tribal
conflict. His death was brutal, but his faith never
wavered.

We are proud to be the only United States parish
named after St. John Brebeuf. We are honored
to be under the care of such a great saint who
spread the Gospel to the people of America.
Interestingly, on the very same day, we cele-
brate the memorial of another martyr whose
relics we have in our parish: Blessed Jerzy Pop-
ietuszko, a courageous priest whose voice be-
came a beacon of truth during one of Poland’s
darkest chapters. Born in 1947, Fr. Jerzy served
as a chaplain to the Solidarity movement,
offering spiritual strength to workers resisting
communist oppression. His homilies—rooted in
the Gospel and human dignity—were broadcast
across the country, stirring hearts and challeng-
ing injustice.

Despite threats and surveillance, he refused to
be silenced. On October 19, 1984, he was kid-
napped and murdered by secret police agents.
His death shocked the nation, but his legacy lives
on as a symbol of peaceful resistance, moral
courage, and fidelity to Christ.

Those two saints give us an example of how faith
and love can transform us and those around us.
Their martyrdom is not forgotten and brings us a
testimony of hope and love.
