GROW AS A DISCIPLE | pPrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
Today'’s first reading says, “The Lord is a God of justice who
knows no favorites.” While we humans show deference to
people we admire or give preferential treatment to those we
like, God loves all his creatures with the same perfect love.

But then the reading goes on to say something that seems to
contradict that opening line, even suggesting that God has a
soft spot in his heart for the poor: “Though not unduly partial
toward the weak, yet he hears the cry of the oppressed.” The
text mentions that God hears the prayers of the widow and
orphan, and that “the prayer of the lowly pierces the clouds.” So
what are we to make of all this? While God loves all perfectly,
his heart is moved to mercy particularly toward the poor and
lowly. And so the tax collector’s humble prayer is heard, and he
goes home justified, while the Pharisee does not.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Jesus knew how to tell stories that acted as a mirror to reveal
the state of peoples’ hearts. Today’s Gospel opens with the line:
“Jesus addressed this parable to those who were convinced

of their own righteousness.” Because we cannot know what'’s
going on in someone’s heart the way Jesus knows, we have

to be careful not to assume we know what another needs to
hear. Yet, in our efforts to accompany others on the road to
discipleship, there may be moments where we're called to
speak a word that “afflicts the comfortable or comforts the
afflicted.” If we do, we must always do so from a place of love
and humility, recognizing that sometimes we are sharing this
word because God has convicted us of precisely the same thing
we're sharing with another! In that way, our sharing becomes
more witness to the ways God has humbled us.

PRAY

There is a short, ancient Christian prayer known as the Jesus
Prayer that is derived, in part, from our Gospel reading today.
The entire text of the prayer is one line: “Lord Jesus Christ,
Son of God, have mercy on me, a sinner” which is repeated
over and over again. Consider praying this prayer throughout
the week as a way of rooting yourself more deeply in humility
and an awareness of our need for God’s mercy.
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A note from

the Associate Pastor...

Dear Friends,

The story of the pharisee and the publican reminds us
that ‘everyone who exalts himself will be humbled and
everyone who humbles himself will be exalted.” Humility
is the mother of all virtues, and the person who possesses
this virtue grows in all other virtues. Humility enables us
to see ourselves, as we are, without any pretense; to see
ourselves as God sees us. Without the virtue of humility,
we become proud and arrogant. The book of Proverb
reminds us that ‘pride goes before destruction’.

The pharisee and the publican both went to the temple to
pray. The pharisee, full of himself, refused to accept his
own faults, and boasted about his goodness. He took
pride in himself on being virtuous and he paraded his
holiness saying: ‘I thank God, that | am not greedy, unjust,
or adulterous like rest of the mankind.... | fast, pay
tithes...” Pride blinded him. He deserved heaven without
any question. He is perfect. He didn’t need the Savior. As
a result, he looked down upon others including the
publican at the back of the temple.

The attitude of the tax collector, on the other hand, is one
of true contrition. He doesn’t take courage to raise his
eyes to the heavens, but beat his breast and said, ‘God be
merciful to me a sinner.” He knew he is not worthy of
God’s grace. He is a sinner. This is the attitude each one of
us must have when we come before the Lord, especially
when we approach the sacrament of reconciliation. An
attitude of true sorrow for sins committed and begging
for God’s mercy.

In the confessional we confess the sins we committed,
not the sins of others, with sincere repentance, ask the
Lord for pardon and forgiveness, and promise not to sin
again and to avoid the near occasion of sin. Without
recognition and acknowledgment of sins there is no
forgiveness. The pharisee didn’t recognize or
acknowledge his sins. As a result, he went home without
renewal, without transformation. However, the publican
went home justified because he acknowledged his sins,
begged mercy and forgiveness from God, and desired to
amend his way of life.

How do we approach the Lord in prayer and in the
sacrament of reconciliation? Do we come like the
pharisee or like the sinner? Let’s not look down on others
or boast about our own righteousness but sincerely be
sorry for our sins and seek His mercy and forgiveness. Be
reconciled with one another, with ourselves, and with
God.
