GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

I have struggled when doing work that feels unseen. Has
anyone noticed that the floors were mopped today? Do my
students care about the feedback | provide on their writ-
ing? Does my supervisor notice the extra time | put into my
work? In today’s Gospel we hear John the Baptist announc-
ing Jesus as “the Lamb of God.” John has been preparing
for the coming of Christ and now that Jesus has arrived, his
role is to step aside and encourage his followers to move
their gaze toward Christ, the Messiah. Although we know
John’s name and his faithfulness, it would have been easy
for him to assume that his work would have been forgot-
ten — overshadowed by the signs and wonders of Christ
himself. But in his humility, this is exactly what John seem-
ingly wanted. His life and words were focused solely on
proclaiming the coming of Christ. While | may have been
tempted to say, “Please don’t forget about what / did,”
John responded faithfully to God’s call to preach and pre-
pare for Christ’s coming, without worry of receiving credit
for his actions. And in our lives, too, what matters is not
whether our work is appreciated or noticed, but whether
our actions are in response to God’s call to holiness.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Despite not knowing whether his work would extend for
years or decades, John the Baptist continued to lead
others toward repentance. He did not know the full scope
of his role in the plan of salvation, but he trusted in the
voice of God. Like John, we are called to persevere in
faithfulness to the work that God has called us to do,
right where we are. When we persevere in our faith,
living according to the teachings of Christ and our
vocation, we give witness to the truth that the God

who called us is worthy of our trust.

WITNESS

Consider the countless men and women who have gone
before us who remained faithful to God’s call. Their lives
bear witness to their trust in God, in big and in small ways,
sometimes visible, but often hidden. What simple acts of
faithfulness are you being called to persevere in today?
Recommit to practicing faithfulness in the big — as well

as mundane — aspects of daily living.

Dear friends,

John the Baptist had the mission of preparing the way of
the Lord and pointing Him to the world. He himself did
not know who Jesus was. That is the reason why he
came baptizing with the baptism of repentance. After
the baptism of Jesus, when John saw Him coming toward
him, he said to his disciples, “Behold, the Lamb of God,
who takes away the sin of the world.”

The Passover, the deliverance of the Israelites from slav-
ery in Egypt, was central to Israel’s faith. The blood of
the lamb sprinkled on the doorposts of the houses of the
chosen people was saved from death. By calling Jesus
the Lamb of God, John reveals that Jesus will save all
people by self-giving love and sacrifice. He is the one
who came to take our sins upon himself and set us free
from the powers of the evil one.

John humbly admits, “I did not know him.” John and
Jesus were related; John had been preaching and baptiz-
ing for months. Yet John acknowledges that he could
only recognize Jesus for who He truly is because God
revealed Him. At baptism, he saw the heavens open, and
the Spirit come down and rest upon Him, and the voice
of the Father attesting that Jesus is truly the beloved Son
of God. He is the One who lives in perfect communion
with the Father, the One who will baptize with the Holy
Spirit.

Every time we come to Mass, we hear these same words
repeated by the priest: “Behold the Lamb of God.” These
are not just words of memory; they are words of faith.
We are being invited, like the first disciples, to recognize
Jesus truly present—now under the appearance of bread
and wine—the same Lamb who takes away the sins of
the world.

Do we point to Christ as John did? In our words, our ac-
tions, our way of living, do others come to recognize
Jesus? Like John, we are not meant to be the center. We
are witnesses. Our task is to say with our lives, ‘He must
increase; | must decrease.’

Let us pray for the grace to truly behold the Lamb of
God—not only with our eyes, but with our hearts—and

to bear faithful witness to Him in the world.

It is with joy that we announce the promulgation of the Decree
establishing a special Jubilee Year in commemoration of the
Eighth Centenary of the passage of St. Francis of Assisi.

His Holiness Pope Leo XIV has arranged that, from the 10th
January, 2026 to the 10th January, 2027, this Year of St. Francis
will be celebrated, during which all the Christian faithful are
invited to follow the example of the Saint of Assisi, becoming
models of holiness of life and constant witnesses of peace. The
Apostolic Penitentiary grants the plenary indulgence under the
usual conditions to those who participate devoutly in this
extraordinary jubilee, which represents an ideal continuation of
the Ordinary Jubilee of 2025.

This Jubilee Year is addressed especially to members of the
Franciscan Families of the First, Second and Third Regular and
Secular Orders, as well as to Institutes of Consecrated Life,
Societies of Apostolic Life and Associations that observe the Rule
of St. Francis or are inspired by its spirituality.
