Ordinary Time
Is 8:23—9:3 | 1 Cor 1:10-13, 17 | Mt 4:12-23

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” For most
of my life, any time | have heard these words of Jesus, the
emphasis has always been on “Repent.” Recently, I've start-
ed to pay more attention to the second half of Jesus’ proc-
lamation: “The kingdom of heaven is at hand.” Through

his coming into our world and the beginning of his public
ministry, Jesus’ reign has begun. The signs of his kingdom’s
arrival are striking and immediate; we see Jesus “curing
every disease and illness among the people.” This is cause
for great rejoicing, like the rejoicing we hear of in today’s
reading from Isaiah: “Anguish has taken wing, dispelled is
darkness ... upon those who dwelt in the land of gloom a
light has shown.” Jesus’ miracles reveal that the reign of
darkness, sin, and death is coming to an end; this is good
news, indeed! It’s also a major part of our call as disciples.
We're called to pray (“thy kingdom come”) and to work

to advance Jesus’ reign on earth.

EVANGELIZE
PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT
Like the Apostles Peter, Andrew, James, and John in
today’s Gospel, we, too, have been called to help build
God’s kingdom on earth. We do this in a particular way
by continuing the works of Jesus here on earth. As
Pope Leo XIV reminds us in Dilexi Te, “The signs that
accompany Jesus’ preaching are manifestations of the
love and compassion with which God looks upon the sick,
the poor and sinners ... The Church, if she wants to be
Christ’s Church, must be ... a place where the poor have a
privileged place.” (21) Part of the way we bear witness to
the inbreaking of God’s kingdom on earth is to put those
who are ill and marginalized at the center of our concern.
Then the kingdom of God will be manifest and visible in
the world, drawing others to Christ.

SERVE

This week, spend some time researching ways you can
work with other Christians to serve the sick and the poor of
our world. As we conclude this Week of Prayer for Christian
Unity (which ends Jan. 25, 2026), there’s no better witness
we can offer to the dawn of the kingdom of God than be-
ing “united in the same mind and in the same purpose”

(as Paul calls us to be today) in serving those in need.

Dear friends,

No one is indispensable in the ministry of the Kingdom
of God. Ministers come and go, but the mission of God
continues till the end of time. God calls people in each
season to carry out his mission, and when one’s mission
is over, He calls another to continue the same. John fin-
ished his, and Jesus begins where John left behind.

When Jesus heard that John the Baptist had been arrest-
ed, he went to Galilee of the Gentiles and began his min-
istry there by calling people to repentance. Repentance
is not merely feeling sorry for sins. It is a complete turn-
ing away from sinful path and turning to God. Often, we
think that conversion is for later: after we get our lives in
order, after we settle down, after the chaos passes. But
the Kingdom is not a future idea; it is a present reality.
God is close. Grace is available. The moment is NOW.

As Jesus walked by the sea he saw two brothers -Simon
Peter and Andrew—casting their nets. He calls them to
follow him, to take on his own mission. They responded
immediately: “they left their nets and followed Him.”
Their nets represent more than their job. They represent
security, identity, routine, and control. Jesus does not
ask them to abandon everything because he opposes
work, but to teach us that nothing should take priority
over God. The same happens with James and John, who
even left their father on the boat. From that moment on
their work will be drawing people to life, hope, mercy,
and truth. Jesus does not wait until we are perfect to call
us. He calls us as we are, but He never leaves us as we
are.

And this call is not only for priests or religious. Every
baptized person is called to be a disciple and a mission-
ary—at home, at work, in the parish, in the world. We
may never preach from a pulpit, but we preach by how
we live, forgive, serve, and love. Today, Jesus still walks
along the shore of our lives. He still speaks the same
words: “Repent.”, “Come after me.” The question is not
whether He is calling, but whether we are willing to
leave our nets.

May the Eucharist we receive give us the courage to re-
spond immediately, generously, and joyfully—so that
others, through us, may see the great light of Christ. God
bless us all!
