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GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
There have been many times when | have experienced
“imposter syndrome” in my work, where | doubt my own
ability. In these times, | often looked to others to try to
determine if | was doing enough. But instead of giving me
the validation and encouragement | was seeking, this act
of comparison frequently led to dissatisfaction. | began to
wish | was more like others — more outgoing, more disci-
plined, more organized. But who | am and the gifts that |
have to offer are exactly what | am being called to give in
my vocation. Saint Paul reminds us in his First Letter to the
Corinthians that we were not called because we possess a
specific talent or personality; we have been called to bear
witness to the work Christ is doing in us. And this witness
comes from living our vocation authentically, with the gifts
we naturally possess. When we not only accept but love
and value our unique qualities, we give glory to the One
who so lovingly and perfectly created us.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

In proclaiming the beatitudes, Christ reveals that those

who will experience the rewards of heaven aren’t those we
might consider “blessed” by human standards. What our
culture values as markers of success and happiness are not
always what is valued in the kingdom of God. Indeed, the
joys of life in the kingdom are deeper than those here on
earth; we were created for fulfillment greater than what this
world can offer. Therefore, we must live confidently in the
hope of Christ’s promises instead of comparing ourselves to
others who might appear more successful. And as we live
our vocation, we are called to live out the countercultural
message of the beatitudes — a radical trust in the eternal
promises of God in spite of earthly poverty, grief, or perse-
cution. In doing so, we invite others to see and experience
the joy of the abundant life that Christ proclaims.

REFLECT

As we go through life, there can be times when we feel
unprepared for the vocation God has called us to. Consider
how these feelings of inadequacy may be an invitation for
us to rely more fully on Christ working within us. Bring this
to prayer and ask the Lord to reveal how he may be using
this particular circumstance to draw us closer to him.
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Program for Eternity

In the modern world, a lot is said and written about pro-
grams proposed to us by various institutions that are to
help people in life. In general, these are optimistic plans,
holding a lot of promise. They are presented to us, on
the one hand, as necessary to be realized, and on the
other hand, as difficult, and requiring many sacrifices
and dedication.

What the Lord Jesus presents to us today in the eight
Beatitudes can also be called a great program. A pro-
gram that also concerns our lives. The Beatitudes, in
fact, are a program of Christian life and happiness.
Blessed (Greek: makarios) means achieving happiness,
and even more wealth, so in the spiritual context it
means a good relationship with God. A blessed person is
one who in his life, guided by God's indications, is happy
and spiritually rich. St. John Paul Il used to say that the
rich, happy, and great is not the person who has materi-
al goods, but the one who is able to share these goods,
and therefore has a further perspective in his life than
the earthly one. For although the program of beatitudes
is for this world, Christ promises no reward in this world
to the meek, the merciful, the pure, and the yielding. He
says, "Your reward is great in heaven."

Can such values as faithfulness to the commandments,
as faith, as love, be rewarded with money? What kind of
money can be used to reward someone who has spent
his life battling addictions, pushing away temptations,
and trying to keep his heart pure? What kind of money
is it to be rewarded if someone forgives offenses, re-
nounces revenge, prays for his enemies? That someone
suffers persecution for the love of God, that he gives his
whole life and his whole heart in the service of mercy,
peace and justice. Spiritual values cannot be converted
into material values. Instead, Christ promises us a variety
of rewards, such as having the kingdom of heaven,
lasting consolation, experiencing full mercy, divine son-
ship, and seeing God. If we follow this program in our
lives, then, as Christ says - "blessed are you."

And for such a blessed life, let us hear on the day of
judgment: "Blessed shall go my Father, take possession
of the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of
the world." Let us do everything to receive them.

THE FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION OF THE

LORD

Forty days after Christmas, the Church celebrates the Feast of the
Presentation of the Lord, an event that the evangelist Luke recounts in
Chapter 2 of his Gospel. In the East, the celebration of this feast dates
back to the 4th century. By the year 450, it was called The Feast of the
Meeting of the

Lord because Jesus enters
the Temple and “meets”
the priests, as well as Sime-
on and Anna, representa-
tives of the people of God.
Around the middle of the
5th century, we know the
feast was also celebrated
in Rome. At a certain point,
the blessing of candles was
added to this feast to recall
that Jesus is the “light to

7 the gentiles”. Thus, this
feast is also sometimes
referred to as Candlemas.
%w ‘L-% The Gospel of Luke high-
lights the event of Christ’s
presentation in the temple
as the revelation of the divine presence, which the prophet Ezekiel had
seen abandoning the temple centuries earlier, returning to the great
sanctuary. Christ is the divine high priest who comes to his temple to
offer sacrifice, but more than this, Christ is the divine presence. With the
arrival of the divine presence, a new age for Israel and for the world be-
gins- the age of the Messiah. Simeon and Anna can see this revelation
and appreciate it. For them the moment is as profound as it is bitter-
sweet, for they know that with the beginning of this new age for Israel,
the previous era has ended. Their mission is now complete. The Israel of
the covenant, the prophets, the law, the temple, and the kingdom has
been brought to its fulfillment. All these divine gifts were foreshadow-
ings of the greatest of all divine Gifts- Christ the Lord- God with us.
The gifts of Israel will be returned to the world, but they will all be trans-
formed in Christ, becoming what we know and experience as the
Church.

Candles that are used in the Church’s rituals are often blessed on this
day and a procession is recommended with candles to commemorate
the entrance of Christ into the temple.

The symbolism of the candle is meant to recall the divine presence,
manifested to Israel at the time of the Exodus as a “pillar of fire.” This
“pillar of fire” led the Israelites from bondage in Egypt to the land of
God’s promise. Christ is this “pillar of fire” who leads humanity from the
bondage of sin and death to the promises of resurrection and eternal
life.

It is Christ, the divine fire, that leads us still...

World Day of Prayer for
Consecrated Life
February 2

Consecrated women and men — together with
Catholics in general — are invited to celebrate the
World Day for Consecrated Life this week. Estab-
lished by St. John Paul ll, the day recognizes the
beauty and impact of a life dedicated to poverty,
chastity, and obedience.

The Catholic Church celebrates the World Day for
Consecrated Life Feb. 2, the feast of the Presenta-
tion of the Lord. Just as candles are blessed on this
day to symbolize Christ as the light of the world,
“So too, those in consecrated life are called to re-
flect the light of Jesus Christ to all peoples,” the
USCCB says.

Pope Saint John Paul Il established this day of pray-
er for women and men in consecrated life in 1997.
In his message for the first World Day of Consecrat-
ed Life, the late pontiff stressed the importance of
the day.

“The mission of the consecrated life in the present
and in the future of the Church,” he said, “concerns
not merely those who have received this special
charism, but the entire Christian community. The
consecrated life, he added, “is at the very heart of
the Church as a decisive element for her mission.

In his 1997 address, Pope Saint John Paul Il listed
reasons, beginning with thanking God for this
“stupendous gift!” The day “answers the intimate
need to praise the Lord more solemnly and to
thank him for the great gift of consecrated life,” he
said. “this day is intended to promote a knowledge
of and esteem for the consecrated life by the entire
People of God.” Catholics should recognize the day
with prayer and gratitude. “Please pray for all
those who have made commitments in the conse-
crated life, and be sure to thank them on their spe-
cial day,” the USCCB encourages. “May they contin-
ue to be inspired by Jesus Christ and respond gen-
erously to God's gift of their vocation.

On 1* Friday (February 6) after 8:30am Mass we
pray a Litany and an Act of Consecration to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus. At the end of the 17"
century, Our Lord appeared to St. Margaret Mary
Alocoque and asked her to spread devotion to His
Most Sacred Heart. He said to all who receive Holy
Communion on 9 First Fridays, of consecutive
months, they will receive the grace of final
repentance. They will not die without receiving
their sacraments. His Divine Heart will make itself
the assured refuge at the last moment
