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GROW AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
My understanding of prayer changed when | read St.
Teresa of Calcutta’s statement that says, "l used to
believe that prayer changes things, but now | know that
prayer changes us and we change things.” Prayer is

not an incantation that can change the will of God. It is
the act of raising our hearts and minds to God, and of
opening ourselves — our will, our understanding, our
joys, and our sorrows — to be sanctified. The prophet
Isaiah seems to be saying something similar in the first
reading. He lists off the commands of the Lord to clothe
the naked, feed the hungry, and shelter the homeless, and
then tells the faithful that if they do these things, "then
your light shall break forth like the dawn.” We certainly
serve those who are vulnerable because each person
has immeasurable dignity and deserves to be cared for
as a child of God. But the act of caring for another also
changes us. We are made more fully into who we were
created to be — not an individual living in isolation, but
one who is deeply connected in community to the rest
of humankind.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

An act of service, then, is much bigger than simply donat-
ing money or giving of our time. In caring for our neigh-
bor, we proclaim God’s goodness to a world in darkness,
bearing witness to the love of God which is the source of
all our actions. In the Gospel, Christ calls his followers to
be “the light of the world,” reminding us that he wants to
shine his light through us. But we are not the source of
the light. Even when we are the ones serving, we still re-
main only the vessel the true light shines through. When
we love others, we are changed because we allow our-
selves to be conformed more closely to Christ, allowing
others to encounter his love in our actions.

SERVE

The corporal works of mercy are to feed the hungry, give
drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked, shelter the home-
less, visit the sick, visit the imprisoned, and bury the
dead. This is not a list meant to overwhelm, but rather to
provide opportunities to care for God’s children. What
act of service can you and your family engage in this
week to allow the light of Christ to shine through you?
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World Day of the Sick

Suffering, one of the greatest mysteries of humanity. The
search for new ways to alleviate suffering is right and nec-
essary, but neither scientific research nor therapy will fully
explain it or overcome it. What is suffering for? Perhaps it
is to draw a person's attention to what is most important
in life. Various religions have always sought answers to the
question of the meaning of suffering as well as taught and
continue to teach the need to show compassion and to
help others. Since its beginning, the Catholic Church, fol-
lowing the example of its Master, Jesus Christ, has cared
for the sick and helped them.

This week, on February 11, we commemorate Our Lady of
Lourdes in the Church. St. John Paul Il established this day
as the World Day of the Sick in order to sensitize the peo-
ple of God, health care institutions and all society to the
need to pay attention to the sick and to those who care for
them. The theme of this year's Pope Leo message is: “The
compassion of the Samaritan: loving by bearing the pain
of the other”.

The theme of the World Day of the Sick, focusing on the
Gospel figure of the Samaritan who shows love by caring
for the suffering man who fell into the hands of thieves,
highlights this aspect of love of neighbor: love needs con-
crete gestures of closeness, through which we enter into
the suffering of others, those who are ill, especially those
who at the same time experience poverty, isolation, and
loneliness .

The World Day of the Sick, is a privileged moment of pray-
er, spiritual closeness, and reflection for the entire Church
and for civil society, who are all called to recognize the face
of Christ in our sick and vulnerable brothers and sisters.
Like the Good Samaritan that bent down to help the in-
jured man along the road, the Christian community is also
called to stop and help those who suffer and be evangelical
witnesses of closeness and service to the sick and most
vulnerable.

May these words of the Pope’s message also be an encour-
agement for us to care for the sick, not only in a physical
way through the help and care shown to them, but also by
providing them with spiritual care.

On the first Friday of each month, we priests provide pas-
toral care to the sick in our parish community. If you have
an elderly or sick person, please call the parish office or
one of our priests so that they can receive the sacra-
ments. Let us also remember, in a special way this week,
the sick and those who care for them in our prayers.

Our Lady of Lourdes, for the health of the sick, pray for us!

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THE CATHOLIC APPARITION OF OUR LADY
OF LOURDES

The apparitions of Our Lady of Lourdes are among the most well-
known Marian events in Catholic history. They took place in 1858 in
the small town of Lourdes, France, and continue to inspire devotion,
prayer, and hope, especially among the sick and suffering.

The apparitions were witnessed by a 14-year-old girl named Berna-
dette Soubirous. Born into a poor and struggling family, Bernadette
was known for her simple faith and honesty. On February 11, 1858,
while gathering firewood near the Grotto of Massabielle, she saw a
beautiful lady dressed in white with a blue sash and holding a rosary.
The lady appeared to Bernadette eighteen times between February
and July of that year.

During the apparitions, the lady encouraged prayer, penance, and con-
version of heart. She also asked that a chapel be built at the grotto and
that people come there in procession. On March 25, 1858, the lady
revealed her identity by saying, “I am the Immaculate Conception.”
This statement was remarkable because the Church had officially pro-
claimed this doctrine only four years earlier, and Bernadette was un-
likely to have known such theological language.

During one apparition, the lady instructed Bernadette to dig in the
ground, revealing a spring of water. This spring still flows today and is
associated with numerous reported healings. After careful investiga-
tion, the Catholic Church officially recognized the apparitions in 1862,
allowing public devotion to Our Lady of Lourdes to flourish.

Lourdes has since become one of the world’s most visited Catholic
pilgrimage sites. Millions travel there seeking spiritual renewal, com-
fort, and healing. In 1992, Pope Saint John Paul Il established February

11, the anniversary of the first apparition, as the World Day of the Sick.

The message of Lourdes reminds the faithful of
the power of prayer, trust in God, and compas-
sion for those who suffer.

The example of Saint Bernadette continues to inspire believers to live
with humility and deep faith.
