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FAITHFUL

Fourth Sunday of Easter = ‘visciriz

Acts 2:14a, 36-41 | 1 Pt 2:20b-25 | Jn 10:1-10

GROW AS A DISCIPLE | PrAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
Today’s readings invite us to reflect on our willingness to
hear the voice of the Lord, especially when he speaks a
word that will convict our hearts. In the first reading, Peter
stands up and proclaims Christ crucified and risen, and
some three thousand people who heard this were “cut to
the heart” and were baptized. Peter’s message was not

an easy one to hear; he was, in part, reminding them that
they had put Jesus to death. But something about Peter’s
words made it clear that he was speaking the truth. And
they repented. They recognized, as we hear in our second
reading, that they “had gone astray like sheep” but now
they “have returned to the shepherd and guardian of [their]
souls.” As we seek to grow in discipleship, may we learn to
recognize the Lord’s voice in our lives, especially when he
speaks a word that convicts our hearts, because it is only
through him that we find abundant life.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Our Gospel tells us that the sheep recognize the shepherd’s
voice. We “sheep” who know the Lord have the awesome
task of helping others to come to know his voice. One of
the most powerful tools we have at our disposal in the work
of evangelizing is simply sharing about our own walk with
the Lord. Take some time to talk with someone about the
ways you recognize the Lord’s voice in your life. Those for
whom a relationship with God seems far-fetched or difficult
can draw great encouragement from hearing about what
that relationship looks like in your own life. Often, our own
sharing can make it clear that it is possible to hear and
communicate with God in a personal and life-changing way,
leading them to seek that in their own life.

REFLECT

St. Ignatius of Loyola outlined several rules for the
“discernment of spirits,” a way of recognizing God’s
movement in our hearts. A simple summary of the rules
says that when we stray from the Lord, the Spirit convicts
our hearts, drawing us to repentance. When we are moving
toward the Lord, the Spirit encourages our growth toward
holiness by gifts of his peace and consolation. Spend some
time reflecting on this current phase of your spiritual life.
How is the voice of the Good Shepherd speaking to draw
you toward his abundant life?
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A note from
the Associate Pastor...

Dear friends,

“I am the good shepherd, says the Lord”.

The fourth Sunday of Easter is known as the Good Shepherd
Sunday, a day we reflect on the most tender image of Christ.
Jesus says, “My sheep hear my voice; | know them, and they
follow me”. This is the image of a shepherd who knows, who
calls, who walks with, and who lays down his life for his sheep.
A shepherd walks ahead of his sheep. The sheep follow him
because they recognize his voice. In a world full on noise, it can
be hard to recognize the voice of Christ. But we can hear his
voice in the scripture, in prayer, in quiet moments, and even
through the people God places in our lives. But the question is,
are we listening?

He knows us; he knows our sins, our struggles, our fears, our
hopes, in short, he knows everything. And still, he loves us.
There is nothing in our life that surprises him or keeps him
away from us. Many people live in fear of being judged or re-
jected. But the good shepherd does not abandon his sheep
when they wander; he goes in search of them, carries them
back. He restores them.

Following Christ is not always easy. It demands sacrifice, humil-
ity, or even suffering. But it also leads to eternal life. Jesus
promises: “I give them eternal life, and they shall never per-
ish.” This eternal life doesn’t begin after our death, but it be-
gins while we are alive, living in the peace of Christ.

Today in a special way we are called to pray for vocations to
priesthood and religious life. The church still needs shepherds
who will dedicate their lives for the service of others and for
the proclamation of the Gospel. ‘The harvest is plentiful, but
the laborers are few, pray therefore to the lord of the harvest
to send more laborers into his vineyard.

While some countries flourish with vocations to priesthood
and religious life, some countries experience a shortage in vo-
cations. What is the cause of it? How can we promote voca-
tions in our families, in our parish communities and in our soci-
ety?

Let’s pray for the shepherds of the church and encourage our
children, grandchildren to seek this noble vocation.

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GROW IN HOLINESS ‘
First of the Month Devotions e

On 1st Fl’ide (May 1) after 8:30am Mass we pray a Litany g ,
and an Act of Consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. At the ‘%’ e
end of the 17" century, Our Lord appeared to St. Margaret '
Mary Alocoque and asked her to spread devotion to His Most
Sacred Heart. He said to all who receive Holy Communion on 9 First Fridays, of
consecutive months, they will receive the grace of final repentance. They will not die
without receiving their sacraments. His Divine Heart will make itself the assured refuge
at the last moment

Requirements for the Nine First Fridays Devotion to the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus

e Receive Holy Communion on each First Friday (preferably at Holy Mass) with the
intention of honoring Our Lord Jesus Christ’s Most Sacred Heart. Note: If you have
knowledge that you are not in a state of Sanctifying Grace (that is, you are knowl-
edgeable of mortal sin(s) on your soul, and thus unable to receive Holy Commun-
ion) you will also need to go to Confession prior to receiving your Holy Communion
on the First Friday.

CONFESSION TIMES:

Saturday: 4pm - 5pm

Monday - Friday 6:30pm—7pm

First Friday: 8am—8:30am & 6pm - 7pm (English & Polish)

e The Nine First Fridays must be consecutive.

e The Nine First Fridays must be made in honor of and in reparation to Our Lord’s
Most Sacred Heart for all the blasphemies, outrages, sacrileges, and indifferences
committed against It.

The Five First Saturdays Devotion

The Five First Saturdays devotion is one of the principal points of the Fatima message.
It centers on the urgent need for mankind to offer reparation and expiate for the many
injuries that the Immaculate Heart of Mary suffers from the hands of both impious and
indifferent men. The First Five Saturdays devotion stimulates the spirit of reparation; it
instills a tender love for the Holy Sacraments of Confession and the Blessed Eucharist.
It nurtures a holy affection for the Immaculate Heart of Mary and the Rosary. Above
all, it is an excellent means to maintain one in the state of grace while immersed in the
daily spiritual battles and prosaic existence in the neo-pagan world that we live in.

Each Wednesday we pray the Our Lady of Perpetual Help Novena. From
Crete to Rome, this devotion has spread to the present day. In the Philippines, the
Novena was first recited following World War Il. The Holy
See granted devotion to the icon, along with prayers to
strengthen marriages, heal sickness and help find
employment. Because of the prompt and miraculous
assistance to those who call upon her, the Mother of
Perpetual Help has been loved for over 500 years.

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MAY, THE MONTH OF
MARY

May is the Month of Mary. For centuries,
the Catholic Church has set aside the entire
month of May to honor Mary, Mother of
God. Not just a day in May, but the entire
month.

May Devotions in our church take place every day in May:
e Monday to Friday — after the 7:00 PM Mass

e Saturday — after the 8:30 AM Mass

e Sunday — after the 6:00 PM Mass

How else can we can honor Mary?

- Pray the Rosary

- Say the Hail Mary Prayer throughout the day

- Create a Prayer Corner, placing some representation of our Blessed
Mother whether that be a photo, small statue, or Rosary beads.

- Create an outdoor space, flowers in honor of Mary

Anything you do, make it appealing and a real tribute to her beauty
and virtue.

Why should we do this?

Not only because it is a long-standing tradition in the Church. Not only
because there are special graces connected to it... Do it because Mary
is the Mother of Christ — your mother, everyone’s mother —and be-
cause she cares for all of us day-in-and-day-out without fail, interced-
ing for us in even the tiniest matters. For that, she deserves an entire
month in her honor.

MAY 1ST ST JOSEPH THE WORKER

To foster deep devotion to Saint Joseph among Catholics, and in
response to the “May Day” celebrations for
workers sponsored by Communists, Pope Pius
Xll instituted the feast of Saint Joseph the
Worker in 1955. This feast extends the long
relationship between Joseph and the cause of
workers in both Catholic faith and devotion.
Saint Joseph, the carpenter and foster father
of Jesus, is but one example of the holiness of
human labor. Saint Joseph is held up as a
model of such work. Pius XIl emphasized this when he said, “The spirit
flows to you and to all men from the heart of the God-man, Savior of
the world, but certainly, no worker was ever more completely and
profoundly penetrated by it than the foster father of Jesus, who lived
with Him in closest intimacy and community of family life and work.”

MEMORARE TO ST. JOSEPH

Remember, O most pure spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary, my great
protector, Saint Joseph, that no one ever had recourse to your protec-
tion, or implored your aid without obtaining relief. Confiding therefore
in your goodness, | come before you.

Each Sunday, at the 10:00am English Mass and the 11:30am Polish Mass
before the Scripture readings begin, children ages 4-12 are called forward,
and sent with a blessing to a separate room for a Gospel lesson. They will
