It was one of the clearest responses to prayer
that | have experienced, and it occurred at a time when |
was feeling incredibly lonely. | have spent years reflecting
on those words, which resurface often as | receive Christ in
the Eucharist. In the Gospel today, | hear echoes of those
words again as Christ explains to the Apostles the many
ways in which they - and we - will not be abandoned after
his ascension into heaven. As the rest of the Gospel unfolds,
the events of his passion and resurrection reveal the Lord’s
faithfulness to them. After the resurrection, the Apostles
know they can trust his word because they remember Jesus’
promise that the Father will send an Advocate to be with
them. We, also, can trust him believing that out of complete
and utter love for humanity, Jesus remains with us.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

The Apostles accompanied one another in their community
of faith, and they walked with those who had recently
responded to God’s call to know the truth, as we see with
the newly baptized in Samaria. In our lives today, the value
of accompaniment cannot be underestimated. In our busy
world when it is easy to feel disconnected and alone, being
with one another is a powerful way to be a vessel through
which Christ proclaims his promise to never leave us. By
sitting with another in a time of grief, listening to the
questions of a friend who is struggling, or rejoicing with a
friend in response to good news, we accompany each other
through life’s ups and downs. Sometimes accompaniment
consists of proclaiming the Good News of Christ’s love and
thereby helping others to have the courage to do the same.
In whatever ways we are called to accompany another in
their journey of faith, we do so with the promise that Christ
is doing the same for us.

In this joyful season of Easter, we continue to celebrate

those who entered or were fully welcomed into the Catholic
Church at the Easter Vigil. This week, consider reaching out
to someone who is new to the Church to celebrate with them,
offer your continued prayers for them, or invite them to a
parish event.

Why Do We Need God’s Commandments?

Each of us has probably already heard many teachings about
God's Commandments. Everyone can probably say that they
know God’s ten commandments perfectly. But are you sure? Is
knowing the commandments the same as being able to enumer-
ate them? Is that enough for us? To know the commandments
is, above all, to know what is behind them, what God requires
from each of us. But this is still not enough. To know the com-
mandments is also to know how | can carry them out in my daily
life, and not only to know, but to live in this way. As we all
know, it is not so easy.

Political and social systems, along with entire modern civiliza-
tion, are changing, and these 10 simple sentences have been
shaping our lives for over 3,000 years. And although there are
still those who try to live differently in their own way, | cannot
imagine a world based on any other principles. It is enough to
look at history, the distant one as well as the most recent, to see
how the throwing out of God's commandments from the lives of
people and nations ended. What led to building the world ac-
cording to human ideas?

But man is stubborn and keeps trying. After all, even today,
there are many voices of various "quasi-wise people" who are
so disturbed by God's commandments in life and would like to
arrange the world in a completely different way. "Why is the
Church unable to adapt her teaching to the situation in which
we now live? Poor are those who say so. Poor and very limited.
They cannot even understand that man, no matter how im-
portant, cannot, at will, change what God has established. We
are often poor when we hear such opinions and thoughtlessly
nod. | hope that it is thoughtless, because probably none of us,
who is a believer, consciously acts against God and His laws.

Many will say — God's commandments are difficult. Difficult, but
who says that the life of a Christian is supposed to be easy?
Commandments are like traffic rules; if the driver does not fol-
low them, they endanger themselves and others. The com-
mandments are like the way to a mountain peak, difficult but
beautiful, and leading to the goal... Because from there you can
see beautiful views, you can see far away... There is something
similar in life... After the effort put into keeping the command-
ments and opposing evil, one can see and experience something
beautiful; one can see better and further. "If you love me, you
will keep my commandments," Christ says in today’s Gospel.
Therefore, it is worth asking today, can | honestly say that | fol-
low all of God's commandments, or at least that I'm trying to
live by them? Or maybe | just choose the ones that are comfort-
able for me? Let each of us ask ourselves such questions, be-
cause they will help us keep God's teaching and commandments
in our lives, even though we may have to bear the burden of
being good, honest, and steadfast.

It's worth it, because life passes so quickly, and we do not know
how we will have to report on how we lived it. May this day be a
joyful day for us.
