GROW AS A DISCIPLE | pPrRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

In today’s first reading, we hear how Moses, obedient to
God’s command, ascends Mount Sinai early in the morning.
Up at the summit, the Lord appears to Moses in a cloud

and shares his name with Moses: “LORD” (in Hebrew, the
tetragrammaton, the unspeakably holy divine name). But
God doesn’t only reveal the name that Moses should call
him by; he also reveals what kind of God he is: “The Lord, a
merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and rich in kindness
and fidelity.” Moses bows down in worship and entreats the
Lord to “receive us as your own.” Today’s Solemnity of the
Most Holy Trinity reminds us that we have a God who wants
us to not only know his name, but to know his inner self. The
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are - indeed - the God who is
rich in mercy. And anyone who believes in this God will not
perish but will have eternal life. May we bow our hearts in
worship of the Lord this day, grateful for the gift we have of
belonging to the people he calls his own.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Our second reading contains a detail that might come as a
surprise to our 21st-century ears: “Greet one another with

a holy kiss.” This gesture in the New Testament era was an
outward sign of the communion and love that existed in the
early Church - a communion that we’re also called to today.
The communion that exists in the Church is meant to point the
world back to its source: God himself. Part of the withess we’re
called to offer the world as Christian believers is the love we
share among one another. The Church is to be a sacrament or
“sign and instrument ... of ... union with God” and unity with
“the whole human race.” (Lumen Gentium 1) The bonds of love that
exist among Christians is about more than just having a tight-
knit community; it’s about showing the world that we’re called
to a loving relationship with God and with one another.

WITNESS

This week, consider how you can strengthen the bonds of
friendship you have with your fellow Christians, so that united
together in love and peace, you can bear witnhess to the God
who is Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Consider participating in a
fellowship (social) event being put on by your parish or invite
someohe you see regularly at Church out for coffee or brunch
after Mass.
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A note from the Associate
Pastor...

Dear Friends,

‘The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God,
and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with all of you.’(2
Cor 13:13)

The Holy Trinity is one of the greatest mysteries of our
Christian faith. It reveals God as Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit—not three gods, but one God in three divine Per-
sons. It is not a problem to be explained, but a mystery
to be embraced and lived.

Sometimes, people try to explain the Holy Trinity with
analogies-like water being ice, liquid, and steam, or sun
having light and heat. These can help a little, but they all
fall short. The Trinity can never be known unless they are
revealed by God. However, traces of the Trinity can be
found in the creation and in the Old Testament. But the
fulness of revelation is made manifest in the Incarnation
of God’s Son, and in the sending of the Holy Spirit.

God is not solitary or an isolated individual. Instead, God
exists eternally as a loving communion of persons. John
the beloved says: God is love. He loved us and sent His
only Son to save us. From all eternity, the Father loves
the Son, the Son loves the Father, and that love is the
Holy Spirit. God is a living, dynamic communion of love.
We are made in His image and likeness. And we are
made for relationship — for love, for communion. We are
not meant to live in isolation, selfishness, or division.
When we love, forgive, and serve one another, we live
the very life of the Holy Trinity.

In a world that is often divided, individualistic, and self-
centered, the Holy Trinity stands as a model of perfect
unity and self-giving love. The more we enter that mys-
tery the more our lives will be transformed.

Today instead of trying to understand the Holy Trinity, let
us open our hearts to be drawn into that divine com-
munion of love. Let us remember that we are gathered in
the name of the Holy Trinity and we are sent forth to live
that same love in the world.

In a world often marked by division, anxiety, and
uncertainty, devotion to the Sacred Heart invites us to
rediscover the power of God’s love and mercy. Jesus
tells us in the Gospel: “Come to me, all you who labor
and are burdened, and | will give you rest” (Matthew
11:28).

On 15t Friday (June 5) after 8:30am Mass we pray a Litany and
an Act of Consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. At the end of
the 17 century, Our Lord appeared to St. Margaret Mary Alocoque
and asked her to spread devotion to His Most Sacred Heart. He said
to all who receive Holy Communion on 9 First Fridays, of consecutive
months, they will receive the grace of final repentance. They will not
die without receiving their sacraments. His Divine Heart will make
itself the assured refuge at the last moment

Requirements for the Nine First Fridays Devotion to the Most Sa-

cred Heart of Jesus

e Receive Holy Communion on each First Friday (preferably at
Holy Mass) with the intention of honoring Our Lord Jesus
Christ’s Most Sacred Heart. Note: If you have knowledge that
you are not in a state of Sanctifying Grace (that is, you are
knowledgeable of mortal sin(s) on your soul, and thus unable to
receive Holy Communion) you will also need to go to Confession
prior to receiving your Holy Communion on the First Friday.

The Five First Saturdays Devotion

The Five First Saturdays devotion is one of the principal points of the
Fatima message.

The First Five Saturdays devotion stimulates the
spirit of reparation; it instills a tender love for
the Holy Sacraments of Confession and the
Blessed Eucharist.

Above all, it is an excellent means to maintain one in the state
of grace while immersed in the daily spiritual battles and prosaic
existence in the neo-pagan world that we live in.

Each Wed nesdoy we pray the Our Lady of Perpetual Help
Novena. From Crete to Rome, this devotion has spread to the
present day. In the Philippines, the Novena was first recited
following World War Il. The Holy See granted devotion to the icon,
along with prayers to strengthen marriages, heal sickness and help
find employment. Because of the prompt and miraculous assistance
to those who call upon her, the Mother of Perpetual Help has been
loved for over 500 years.
