GROW AS A DISCIPLE | prAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE
Ouir first reading from Exodus contains a promise: “If you
hearken to my voice and keep my covenant, you shall be

my special possession, dearer to me than all other people.”
God promises to make Israel “a kingdom of priests, a holy
nation,” if they keep the covenant. Reading the rest of the
Old Testament, we know how this turns out: humanity never
fully keeps our part of the covenant. And yet God is faithful,
despite our unfaithfulness. In the Gospel, Jesus sends his
disciples not to pagan territory or any Samaritan towns, but
to “the lost sheep of the house of Israel,” revealing that God
never abandons his chosen ones. Indeed, this is the same
point Paul makes when he says, “But God proves his love for
us in that while we were still sinners Christ died for us.” Our
discipleship begins from a deep awareness of the relentless
love with which God pursues us. Even when we stray from
our baptismal covenant with him, he comes looking to save
us and bring us back to himself.

GO EVANGELIZE

PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Today’s Gospel ends with a powerful reminder to all
evangelizers: “Without cost you have received; without cost
you are to give.” Knowing the limitless mercy of God - how
God has reconciled us to himself through Christ’s suffering and
death, we are to imitate his generosity in bearing witness to
the Gospel. Knowing the love which has saved us, our hearts
are moved - as Jesus’ was at the sight of the crowd - to see
that others come to know his love. Therefore, the generosity
with which Jesus calls us to pour ourselves out for the sake of
the Gospel is not an imposition from outside us, but a response
to the love we have received that compels us from within to
make him and his kingdom known.

PRAY

St. Ignatius of Loyola wrote a prayer now known as the Prayer
for Generosity. Pray this prayer each day this week, asking the
Lord to increase your generosity as you labor in his “harvest,”
sharing the Good News of his kingdom. Eternal Word, only
begotten Son of God, teach me true generosity. Teach me to
serve you as you deserve. To give without counting the cost,
to fight heedless of wounds, to labor without seeking rest,

to sacrifice myself without thought of any reward save the
knowledge that | have done your will. Amen.

We Are Called to Change the World for the Better

Jesus' words in this Sunday's Gospel about the sheep without a
shepherd are still timely, but perhaps with the difference that
today people voluntarily go astray, rejecting all authorities, with
the Church at the forefront, to choose their own leaders and
guides, according to their expectations and needs. Creators of
crazy music, getting into scandals that break all the rules, irre-
sponsible politicians making empty promises — these are the
idols for many people today. More and more often it turns out
that these are only superficial authorities, sometimes even false,
which lead to the loss and loss of all true ideals. Unfortunately,
the consequences of this confusion are deplorable. The popular
drive to question, ridicule and deny turns out to be a dead end, a
spiritual and cultural suicide. It turns out that by ridiculing and
undermining everything around us, we ourselves fall into the
trap of involuntarily cutting the branch on which we ourselves
sat. By rejecting all traditional values, we have also rejected the
meaning of life and hope, and without them life is impossible.
This is probably the deepest cause of the civilizational crisis that
marks the face of the contemporary world. And that is why the
world today needs witnesses of hope, spiritual leaders. Christ
knew it too. He knew that in view of the enormity of the work in
the human harvest, even God himself needs helpers and collabo-
rators, because ideals must be brought down to earth from
above, translated into an understandable, human language of
concreteness, principles, practical tasks and decisions.

Christ recommends that we first try to win over those who are
basically convinced of the faith. There is no shortage of such
people, even in the churches, because faith is often reduced to
piety and liturgy alone, and we have enclosed it within church
walls and rites. We lack the ability to draw practical conclusions
from the principles of the Gospel, especially when it comes to
the sphere of public and social life.

After all, Catholics work in schools, hospitals, offices, service
establishments and companies. But is it visible? Does faith trans-
late into greater reliability, honesty, competence, or even just
courtesy? Do we try to be guided by these principles and values
ourselves?

You have to start with yourself and your immediate surround-
ings. We will not be able to heal the entire education system,
health care and economy and we will not be able to cast out evil
spirits from the sphere of public life, but we have a direct influ-
ence on ourselves and we can take on many challenges that will
really change something for the better. Let us do this and join
these twelve disciples. Who would have thought that they would
change the world? Today, such people are also needed. There
does not have to be many of them, but they should certainly be
decisive and consistent. Will you become one of them?
