OLD BUSINESS
1. Municipality Update – NO UPDATE Herb Lemon (outside facilities), Marty Wellwood (inside facilities – arenas), Shayla Rouse (coordinator). Nathan returned Jan 25th. New position to hire a Manager of Recreation has been posted. Need a letter to appoint Kathy Fraser as representative on CDAC. No update from various committees. Asked if committee boxes are a need in Markdale. Next meeting is scheduled for April. Downtown revitalization discussion moving forward – currently at input stage.2nd intake for Grants is scheduled for April. 
Notes from prior meeting left here…. CDAC Meeting occurred January 27th. We were awarded $600 for Boo Bash, $500 for Family Day, waiver on monthly general meetings, as well as two extra meetings during Oct and Jan/Feb. Volleyball court at KEP is on hold until Works Dept completes audit review of facilities. January 27th meeting provided methods on how to run efficient and effective meetings, how to stay on track and keep meetings to 30 minutes if no quorum. Quorum is 2/3 of members. Krista House is to be sent our Final Approved Meeting Minutes. Nathan is for facility matters only. Need to provide a listing of primary directors on committee, as well as volunteer listing for insurance coverage by municipality. Sherman has requested a refund from our insurance provider. We must prepare a special event municipality form for insurance purposes. CDAC – Municipality reports indicate that we received in 2019 $2200 KEP snack shack, $500 Boo Bash, $400 Canada Day, however cheque was only for $2900, and we repaid $400 for Canada Day since we didn’t have an event.
2. Update on CDAC – Recurring events may not need to be requested. $1200 received for 2020. April 15 is next deadline.
2019 report was submitted to Krista House on November 22 by Kathy. Krista confirmed that 2020 grant funds will be released - $500 Family Day & $600 Boo Bash. 2021 approved funding is $500 Family, $400 Boo Bash, 12 free meeting rental night for our monthly meetings + 2 extra nights for Family Day and Boo Bash events. 
3. Pickleball – Kathy to prepare a Return to Play document. Survey to participants to determine level of interest. Tanya Shute at SEGCHC. Facilities remain closed at this time in the municipality. 
4. Family/Friends Knowledge Quest – 13 entries. $25 gift certificates from local merchants to be purchased by MRC. Budget $500. Advertising invoice to come from Herald, printing from Murrays.
5. KEP Improvements/Diamond lights – NO UPDATE Shayla advised that she will review at the end of November. Kathy to follow up.
6. NO UPDATE - Adam to look into Blue Jays grant for diamond outfield rebuild. (Men’s Slopitch – Bobbi Horton, Chris and Cooper Sturock presented their ideas with respect to repairing and improving the ball diamond at King Edward Park. Quotes to be forwarded after the meeting. Willing to put on fundraiser events to raise funds.
