Pastor’s Corner
Sunday, January 18, 2026

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Next week, our parish will begin the 2026 PSA (Parish Services Appeal) fundraising

campaign for the diocese. We ask all of you to take an envelope and contribute
$350 per family to the diocese. If you are able, please consider giving more. If
paying in cash, please give it to the parish priest or put it in the collection basket. If
you pay by check, please make it payable to RCBO, or you can also make your
donation on the Diocesan website. The parish hopes that we will contribute actively
to the diocese, and if the total contributions exceed $167,000, the excess amount
will be returned to the parish. May the Lord, through the intercession of Our Lady of
La Vang, bless all of you abundantly.

The theme of today’s readings is faith. They challenge us to live like the Lamb of
God and to die like the Lamb of God. In both the first and second readings, God
calls individuals to His service entrusting them with a mission. The first reading is
from the “Songs of the Suffering Servant” in Isaiah, where aspects of Jesus' own
life and mission are foreshadowed. In the second reading, Paul reminds the
Corinthian Christians that they are "sanctified and called to be holy" like all who call
on the name of Jesus. The Gospel passage presents three themes, namely, John’s
witness to Jesus, Jesus’ epiphany and identification as the “Lamb of God”, and the
call to discipleship. Those who are called gradually accept the identity of the One
who calls them. Like John the Baptist, we may choose to accept today's Gospel as a
personal and corporate call to become a witness to the Lamb of God.

Live and die like the Lamb of God. Live like a lamb by leading pure, innocent,
humble, selfless lives obeying the Christ’s commandment of love; appreciating the
loving providence and protecting care of the Good Shepherd in His Church; eating
the Body and drinking the Blood of the Good Shepherd and deriving spiritual
strength from the Holy Spirit through the Sacraments and our prayers. Die like a
sacrificial lamb by sharing our blessings of health, wealth, and talents with others in
the family, parish, and community; bearing witness to Christ in our illness, pain,
and suffering; and offering our suffering for the salvation of souls and as reparation
for our sins and those of others. Our faithful response to God’s call is to rebuild
broken lives, reconciling them to God's love and justice through Christ Jesus, our
Lamb and Lord. Through Baptism into the Body of Christ, we are empowered and
enabled by the Holy Spirit to build up the oppressed. Through the love of the Lamb
of God, we are called to better the lot and improve the broken spirit of all who have
been exiled from the possibility of hope, exiled from God's righteousness and
burdened by the yoke of spiritual, social, economic, and political dislocation. Be a
witness to the Lamb of God! Today's Gospel reminds us that being a disciple of
Jesus means that we grow by Faith to become witnesses for Him. Also, bearing
witness to Christ is an active, not passive, lifetime enterprise. One cannot be a
disciple of Jesus at a distance; any more than one can be a distant lover.
