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Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, January 4, 2026
Epiphany of the Lord

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

We have begun the New Year 2026! I would like to wish all of you a New Year filled with
peace, good health, happiness, and God’s blessings. We also hope that in this new year,
God will bless each of our families. In the last week of January 2026, our parish will begin
fundraising for the 2026 Pastoral Services Appeal (PSA) of our Diocese. Each year, our
diocesan Bishop Kevin Vann, calls on all parishes to assist him in supporting important
ministries such as education, the formation of seminarians, deacons’ formation, prison
ministry, the care of retired priests, priestly training, and charitable works. This year, the
assigned goal for St. Columban Parish to help the bishop is $167,000. Therefore, our
parish kindly asks each family to generously contribute $350 to the diocesan appeal. May
the Lord, through the intercession of Our Lady of La Vang, bless and reward all of you for
your generosity.

Today is the feast of Epiphany ((emi@dveia), means appearance or manifestation. Multiple
revelations of Jesus as God are celebrated in the Feast of the Epiphany. First, the angels
revealed Jesus to the shepherds. In the Western Church, the Feast of the Epiphany
celebrates Jesus’ first appearance to the Gentiles, represented by the Magi, while in the
Eastern Church, the feast is the commemoration of the Baptism of Christ where the Father
and the Holy Spirit gave combined testimony to Jesus’ identity as Son of God. Later, in the
synagogue at Nazareth, Jesus revealed himself as the promised Messiah, and at Cana he
revealed his Divinity by transforming water into wine. Today’s Gospel teaches us how
Christ enriches those who bring him their hearts. The adoration of the Magi fulfills the
oracle of Isaiah (First Reading), prophesying that the nations of the world would travel to
the Holy City following a brilliant light and would bring gold and incense to contribute to
the worship of God. Today’s Responsorial Psalm (Ps 72) includes a verse about kings
coming from foreign lands to pay homage to a just king in Israel. Paul's letter to the
Church of Ephesus (today’s second reading), expresses God’s secret plan in clear terms:
"the Gentiles are...copartners in the promise in Christ Jesus through the Gospel." Today’s
Gospel reminds us that if God permitted the Magi - foreigners and pagans - to recognize
and give Jesus proper respect as the King of Jews, we should know that there is nothing in
our sinful lives that would keep God from bringing us to Jesus. There were three groups
of people who reacted differently to the Epiphany of Christ’s birth. The first group, headed
by King Herod the Great, tried to eliminate him. The second group, priests and scribes,
ignored him. The third group, represented by the shepherds and the Magi, came to adore
him.

Let us make sure that we belong to the third group by: worshiping Jesus at Mass with
the gold of our love, the myrrh of our humility, and the frankincense of our adoration; by
giving a new direction to our lives , choosing (as the Magi chose another route to return to
their homes) a better way of life, abstaining from proud and impure thoughts, evil habits,
and selfish behavior; by becoming stars leading others to Jesus as the star led the Magi to
Jesus -- removing the darkness of the evil around us and radiating Jesus’ love through
selfless service, unconditional forgiveness, and compassionate care.

iHemos comenzado el Aflo Nuevo 2026! Deseo a todos ustedes un feliz y prospero afio
nuevo, lleno de salud, paz, alegria y bendiciones. También esperamos que, en este nuevo
ano, Dios bendiga a cada una de nuestras familias. En la ultima semana de enero de
2026, nuestra parroquia comenzara la campafa del Fondo de Servicios Pastorales (PSA)
2026 de la Diocesis. Cada ano, nuestro obispo. Kevin Vann, invita a todas las parroquias
a colaborar con él en el apoyo de los programas diocesanos, tales como la educacion, la
formacién de seminaristas, la ayuda a los sacerdotes jubilados, la formacion sacerdotal y
las obras de caridad. Este afio, la meta asignada a la Parroquia de San Columbano para
ayudar al obispo es de $167,000 dodlares.

Hoy es la Fiesta de la Epifania. La palabra griega Epifania (enmigpavela), significa aparicion
o manifestacion. Muchas revelaciones de Jesus como Dios se celebran en la Fiesta de la
Epifania. En primer lugar, los angeles revelaron a JesUs a los pastores. En la Iglesia
Occidental, la Fiesta de la Epifania celebra La primera aparicién de JesuUs a los gentiles,
representada por los Magos, mientras que, en la Iglesia de Oriente, la fiesta es la
conmemoracion del Bautismo de Cristo, donde el Padre y el Espiritu Santo dieron un
testimonio combinado de la identidad de Jesus como Hijo de Dios. En la sinagoga de
Nazaret, Jesus se reveld6 como el Mesias prometido, y en Cana revelé su Divinidad
transformando el agua en vino. El Evangelio de hoy nos ensefia cdmo Cristo enriquece a
aquellos que le traen sus corazones. La adoracién de los Reyes Magos cumple el oraculo
de Isaias (primera lectura), profetizando que las naciones del mundo viajaran a la Ciudad
Santa siguiendo una luz brillante y traeran oro e incienso para contribuir a la adoraciéon de
Dios El Salmo Responsorial de hoy (Sal 72) incluye un versiculo acerca de los reyes que
vienen De tierras extranjeras para rendir homenaje a un rey justo en Israel. La carta de
Pablo a la Iglesia de Efesios (segunda lectura de hoy), expresa el plan secreto de Dios en
términos claros: "los gentiles son ... compartidores en la promesa en Cristo Jesus a
través del Evangelio". El Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda que si Dios permitié a los Magos -
extranjeros y paganos - reconocer y dar a Jesus el debido respeto como Rey de Judios,
debemos saber que no hay nada en nuestras vidas pecaminosas que impida que Dios nos
traiga a Jesus. Hubo tres grupos de personas que reaccionaron a la Epifania del
nacimiento de Cristo. El primer grupo, encabezado por el rey Herodes el Grande, traté de
eliminarlo, el segundo grupo, sacerdotes y escribas, lo ignoraron y el tercer grupo,
representado por los pastores y los Magos, vino a adorarlo.

Aseguremos que pertenecemos al tercer grupo: adorando a Jesus en la Misa con el oro de
nuestro amor, la mirra de nuestra humildad y el incienso de nuestra adoracién; Dando
una nueva direccion a nuestras vidas, escogiendo (como los Magos eligieron otra ruta
para regresar a sus hogares), un mejor modo de vida, absteniéndose de pensamientos
orgullosos e impuros, de habitos malvados y de comportamiento egoista; Convirtiéndonos
en estrellas que guian a otros a JesUs como la estrella que guio a los Reyes Magos a
Jesus - eliminando la oscuridad del mal que nos rodea e irradiando el amor de Jesus a
través del servicio desinteresado, el perddn incondicional y el cuidado compasivo.
