Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, October 12, 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

During the month of October, our Holy Father Leo invites all the faithful throughout

the world to gather and recite the Holy Rosary to pray for world peace and for the
end of the war in Ukraine. and Middle East. Please continue to donate to our new
conditioniing project in our Church. May the Lord, through the intercession of Our
Lady bless all of you with peace, love, and joy!

The theme of today’s readings is gratitude - in particular, the expression of
gratitude God expects from us. Today’s gospel presents a God Who desires
gratitude from us for the many blessings we receive from Him, and Who feels pain
at our ingratitude. Naaman, the Syrian military commander in the first reading, was
not only an outcast because of his illness, but he was also a non-Israelite. He
returned, though, to thank Prophet Elisha for the cure, and as a sign of his
gratitude, transferred his allegiance to the God of Israel. St. Paul, in the second
reading, advises Timothy to be grateful to God even in his physical sufferings and
amid the dangers associated with spreading the Word of God, because God will
always be faithful to His people. Today’s Gospel story tells us of a single non-Jewish
leper (a “Samaritan heretic”), who returned to thank Jesus for healing him, while
the nine Jewish lepers went their way. Under the false impression that healing was
their right as God’s chosen people, they hurried off to obtain health certificates
from the priests. “"Where are the other nine?” Jesus asked the Samaritan leper and
the crowd.

Today’s readings remind us that faith and healing go hand in hand. It was faith
that prompted Naaman to plunge himself into the waters of the Jordan River, and it
was faith in Jesus which prompted the lepers to present themselves to the priests.
The readings also demonstrate the universal love of God for all peoples, including
the Samaritans (whom the Israelites hated), and the pagans, Israel's enemies
whom Naaman represented. We need to learn to be thankful to God and to others.
We can express our gratitude to our loving and providing God by offering grace
before meals and by allotting a few minutes of the day for family prayer. Let us
show our gratitude to our forgiving God by forgiving others, and to a loving God by
radiating His love, mercy, and compassion to others, including our families and
friends. It is by taking good care of our old and sick parents that we express our
gratitude to them for the sacrifices they made in raising us.

Durante el mes de octubre, nuestro Santo Padre Ledn invita a todos los fieles de
todo el mundo a reunirse y rezar el Santo Rosario para pedir por la paz en el
mundo y por el fin de la guerra en Ucrania y en el Medio Oriente. Les pedimos que
continlen donando para nuestro proyecto de aire acondicionado en la Iglesia. iQue
el Sefor, por intercesion de Nuestra Sefora, los bendiga a todos con paz, amor y
alegria!

El tema de las lecturas de hoy es la gratitud, en particular, la expresién de
gratitud que Dios espera de nosotros. El evangelio de hoy presenta a un Dios que
desea nuestra gratitud por las muchas bendiciones que recibimos de El, y que
siente dolor por nuestra ingratitud. Naaman, el comandante militar sirio en la
primera lectura, no solo era un paria debido a su enfermedad, sino que también
era un no israelita. Sin embargo, regresd para agradecer al profeta Eliseo por la
curacién y, como sefial de su gratitud, transfirio su lealtad al Dios de Israel. San
Pablo, en la segunda lectura, aconseja a Timoteo que esté agradecido con Dios
incluso en sus sufrimientos fisicos y en medio de los peligros asociados con la
difusién de la Palabra de Dios, porque Dios siempre sera fiel a su pueblo. La
historia del Evangelio de hoy nos habla de un solo leproso no judio (un "hereje
samaritano"), que regresd para agradecer a Jesus por curarlo, mientras que los
nueve leprosos judios siguieron su camino. Bajo la falsa impresién de que la
curacién era su derecho como pueblo elegido de Dios, se apresuraron a obtener
certificados de salud de los sacerdotes. “éDdénde estan los otros nueve?”, Pregunto
Jesus al leproso samaritano y a la multitud.

Las lecturas de hoy nos recuerdan que la fe y la curacidon van de la mano. Fue la
fe lo que llevd a Naaman a zambullirse en las aguas del rio Jordan, y fue la fe en
Jesus lo que llevd a los leprosos a presentarse ante los sacerdotes. Las lecturas
también demuestran el amor universal de Dios por todos los pueblos, incluidos los
samaritanos (a quienes los israelitas odiaban) y los paganos, los enemigos de
Israel a quienes Naaman representaba. Necesitamos aprender a estar agradecidos
con Dios y con los demads. Podemos expresar nuestra gratitud a nuestro amor y
provision a Dios al ofrecer gracia antes de las comidas y al asignar unos minutos
del dia para la oracidon familiar. Demostremos nuestra gratitud a nuestro Dios que
perdona al perdonar a los demas, y a un Dios amoroso al irradiar Su amor,
misericordia y compasién a los demas, incluidas nuestras familias y amigos. Es
cuidando bien a nuestros padres viejos y enfermos que les expresamos nuestro
agradecimiento por los sacrificios que hicieron al criarnos.
