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Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, October 19, 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Today is Mission Sunday. Our Holy Father Leo invites all the faithful throughout the
world to pray and support financially for the task of spreading the Good News of
Jesus. Jesus before ascended into heaven commissioned His disciples “Go into the
world and preach the Good News and baptize them in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit and I will remain with you until the end of the
world.” By the charism of our baptism, we are called to bring the Good News of
Jesus to everyone around us by our lives and love. Today, let us also pray in a
special way for missionaries around the world that they will continue to be
courageous in spreading the Good News of Jesus May the Lord bless you all with
peace, love, and joy!

Today’s readings are about prayer - perseverance in prayer, constancy in prayer,
and trust in God as we pray. They are also about the Trustworthiness and Justice of
God, the type of Justice that reaches out to the poor and the weak, enabling them
to fight against injustice. In the first reading, Moses, after sending Joshua to fight
against Amalek, is presented as making tireless intercession with constancy for the
victory of Israel’s army. Both Moses and the widow in today’s Gospel story teach us
how we should pray with trusting Faith and perseverance. In the second reading,
St. Paul instructs Timothy to persevere in his ministry, to proclaim the word of God
with persistence in all circumstances and to use it to “correct, reprove and appeal
with patience.” By introducing the parable of the unjust judge and the persistent
widow in today’s Gospel, Jesus emphasizes the “necessity of praying always and
not losing heart.” Constancy in prayer is Faith in action. Jesus presents the widow
in today’s Gospel as a model of the trust and tenacity with which his
disciples are to pray. The widow was asking for something which God would
certainly want for her - justice.

We need to combine formal prayers with action prayer. It is ideal that we start our
prayers by reading from the Bible, especially the Psalms and the Gospels. Formal,
memorized and liturgical prayers are also essential for the Christian prayer life.
Personal prayer is of great importance in our life of prayer. Talking to God in our
own words - praising Him, thanking Him, and presenting our needs before Him -
transforms our whole life into prayer. We should perfect our prayers by bringing
ourselves into God’s presence during our work several times during the day and by
offering all that we are, have, and do, to God. Along with formal and memorized
prayers, this type of prayer life enables us to pray always with constancy and
trusting perseverance.

Notas del Parroco

Domingo, octubre 19, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Hoy es el Domingo Mundial de las Misiones. Nuestro Santo Padre Ledn invita a
todos los fieles de todo el mundo a orar y apoyar econdmicamente la tarea de
anunciar la Buena Nueva de Jesus. Antes de ascender al cielo, Jesus encargd a sus
discipulos: “Vayan por todo el mundo y proclamen la Buena Nueva, bauticenlos en
el nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo, y yo estaré con ustedes hasta
el fin del mundo.” Por el carisma de nuestro bautismo, estamos llamados a llevar
la Buena Nueva de Jesus a todos los que nos rodean, con nuestra vida y nuestro
amor. Hoy, oremos también de manera especial por los misioneros en todo el
mundo, para que sigan siendo valientes al anunciar la Buena Nueva de Jesus. iQue
el Sefior los bendiga a todos con paz, amor y alegria!

Las lecturas de hoy hablan sobre la oracién: perseverancia en la oracion,
constancia en la oracién y confianza en Dios mientras oramos. También tratan
sobre la confianza y la justicia de Dios, el tipo de justicia que llega a los pobres y
débiles, permitiéndoles luchar contra la injusticia. En la primera lectura, Moisés,
después de enviar a Joshua a luchar contra Amalec, se presenta como una
intercesion incansable con constancia por la victoria del ejército de Israel. Tanto
Moisés como la viuda en la historia del Evangelio de hoy nos ensefian como
debemos orar confiando en la fe y la perseverancia. En la segunda lectura, San
Pablo instruye a Timoteo a perseverar en su ministerio, a proclamar la palabra de
Dios con persistencia en todas las circunstancias y a usarla para "corregir,
reprobar y apelar con paciencia". Al presentar la parabola del juez injusto y la
viuda persistente en el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus enfatiza la "necesidad de orar
siempre y no desanimarse". La constancia en la oracion es Fe en accién. Jesus
presenta a la viuda en el Evangelio de hoy como un modelo de confianza y
tenacidad con la que sus discipulos deben orar. La viuda estaba pidiendo algo que
Dios ciertamente querria para ella: justicia.

Necesitamos combinar oraciones formales con oracién de accion. Es ideal que
comencemos nuestras oraciones leyendo la Biblia, especialmente los Salmos y los
Evangelios. Las oraciones formales, memorizadas y litirgicas también son
esenciales para la vida de oracion cristiana. La oracidn personal es de gran
importancia en nuestra vida de oracién. Hablar con Dios en nuestras propias
palabras, alabandolo, agradeciéndole y presentando nuestras necesidades ante El,
transforma toda nuestra vida en oracién. Deberiamos perfeccionar nuestras
oraciones acercandonos a la presencia de Dios durante nuestro trabajo varias
veces durante el dia y ofreciendo todo lo que somos, tenemos y hacemos a Dios.
Junto con las oraciones formales y memorizadas, este tipo de vida de oracién nos
permite orar siempre con constancia y confiando en la perseverancia.
