Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, October 5, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Our parish has begun the campaign for new air conditioning in the Church. The
estmated cost will be 2 millions dollars. I invite all of you to be generous in
donating for this worthwhile project. October is the month of the Holy Rosary. Pope
Leo invites all the faithful throughout the world to recite the rosary during this
month for peace in the world and against atrocity of human life. I also invite all of
you to heartily pray for the Holy Rosary before bedtime with your family members.
This weekend, our entire nation of faithfully also prays to end abortion in our land.
We need to respect life from the moment of conception to natural death. May the
Lord bless all of you with peace, love and joy!

All three readings on this 27" Sunday of Ordinary Time speak a lot about "faith”
and how it works in our lives. They give us three dimensions of faith. The theologi-
cal virtue of Faith is considering something to be true and therefore worthy of trust
because it has been revealed to us by God. It is “the assurance of the things hoped
for.” But Christian faith is that trusting faith in God in action, expressed by stead-
fast loyalty, fidelity, and total commitment to Him, resulting in our offering to Him
(in those we encounter) our humble and loving service. The first reading defines
faith as trusting in God and living with fidelity to the covenant. Here, faith is pre-
sented as hope and steadfast expectation in the face of suffering and delay. God
assures the prophet that faith is power, and, hence, the just will live righteous lives
amid encircling evil because of their faith. In today’s responsorial psalm, God is
characterized as a sturdy rock and a caring shepherd, surely worthy of our trusting
faith. In the second reading, Paul presents faith as the acceptance of Jesus as the
fulfillment of the promises of God. Paul stresses the need for a living faith in, and
loyalty to, Christ’s teachings handed down to us by the Church. Hence, Faith is be-
lief in, and acceptance of, revealed truths based on the authority and veracity of
God, and Hope is trust in God. In today’s Gospel, Jesus teaches his Apostles that
faith is sharing in God’s power, and, even in small quantities it enables us to work
miracles in our lives and in the lives of others. It is Faith, meaning, reliance on, or
confidence in, God, which makes one just, putting him into right relation with God
and one's neighbour. While the Apostles ask for an increase in the guantity of their
Faith Jesus reminds them that the quality of their Faith is more important. Using a
master-servant parable, Jesus also teaches them that for Faith to be effective it
must be linked with trust, obedience and total commitment - an active submission
to God with a willingness to do whatever He commandes.

Dios le asegura al profeta que la fe es poder y, por lo
tanto, que los justos viviran vidas justas en medio de rodear el mal debido a su fe,
seguramente digno de nuestra fe de confianza. En |la segunda lectura, Pablo
presenta la fe como la aceptacion de Jesus como el cumplimiento de las promesas
de Dios. Pablo enfatiza la necesidad de una fe viva y lealtad a las ensenanzas de
Cristo que nos transmitié la Iglesia. Por lo tanto, la fe es creer y aceptar las
verdades reveladas basadas en la autoridad y veracidad de Dios, y la esperanza es
confiar en Dios. En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus les ensefia a sus Apdstoles que la fe
es compartir el poder de Dios e, incluso en pequefas cantidades, nos permite
hacer milagros en nuestras vidas y en las vidas de los demas.
