Feast of All Souls - Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ!

Today, we gather as a community of faith to remember and pray for all our
beloved dead. The Feast of All Souls is not only a day of mourning, but also a day
of hope, love, and trust in God's mercy.

The first reading from the Book of Wisdom reminds us that “the souls of the just
are in the hands of God, and no torment shall touch them.” Though they may have
suffered in this life, they now rest in peace, purified and radiant like gold tested in
fire. This is a message of deep consolation for those who grieve — death does not
destroy the love we share; rather, love endures beyond the grave. In St. Paul's
Letter to the Romans, we are reassured that our hope in God’s love will
never disappoint us. “"While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.” The love of
Christ reaches even into death, bringing life to all who believe. Our prayers for the
faithful departed flow from this same love — a love that conquers sin and restores
us to communion with God. In the Gospel of John, Jesus speaks tenderly to our
hearts: “All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I
will not reject.” Here, the Lord promises eternal life to all who belong to Him.
Death, then, is not an end but a passage — a homecoming to the Father through
Christ.

As we celebrate this sacred feast, we are called to remember our loved ones not
with despair, but with faith and gratitude. We pray for them, trusting that God’s
mercy embraces them and that one day we too shall be reunited with them in the
joy of the Resurrection.

May this Mass renew our hope in the promise of eternal life and strengthen our
love for those who have gone before us marked with the sign of faith.

“Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon
them. May they rest in peace. Amen.”
