Feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basilica in Rome

“The house of God and the people of God”
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ!

Today, the Church celebrates the Feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basilica in
Rome, the cathedral of the Pope, the Bishop of Rome. Though many think
of St. Peter’s as the Pope’s church, the Lateran Basilica holds that title—it is called
“the mother and head of all the churches of Rome and the world.”

This feast reminds us that the Church is more than a building—it is the community
of believers where Christ dwells. The Lateran Basilica stands as a symbol
of unity among all Catholics, a sign that we are joined together in one faith, one
baptism, and one Lord. Every church building, no matter how humble or grand, is
sacred because it is where God’s family gathers to worship, to listen to His Word,
and to receive His Body and Blood.

In today’s readings, we hear about the Temple as the dwelling place of God
(Ezekiel 47:1-2, 8-9, 12), Christ as the new and living Temple (1 Corinthians
3:9-11, 16-17), and Jesus purifying the Temple in the Gospel (John 2:13-22).
Each passage reminds us that God’s true dwelling is not limited to stone and
walls—but in the hearts of the faithful. St. Paul tells us, “You are God’s build-
ing... God’s temple, and God’s Spirit dwells in you.”

As we honor the dedication of the Lateran Basilica, let us also renew our dedication
to being living temples of God’s presence—people who bring His light, peace,
and mercy into the world. May our parish church always be a place of prayer, unity,
and service, where every person feels welcomed and loved.

Fiesta de la Dedicacion de la Basilica de San Juan de Letran en Roma

Hoy la Iglesia celebra la Fiesta de la Dedicacion de la Basilica de San Juan de
Letran en Roma, que es la catedral del Papa, el obispo de Roma.
