Sunday, December 21, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

This Wednesday, December 24, 2025, we will begin celebrating the Nativity of Our
Lord Jesus Christ. The Christmas season has come once again, and each of us
eagerly relives those tender and peaceful moments of the day when the Son of God
was born into the world. Together with the Angels, we joyfully sing, “Glory to God
in the highest, and peace on earth to people of goodwill. "Together with Fathers
Joseph and John, Deacons Danny and David, and the St. Columban Parish
community, we sincerely extend our heartfelt Christmas greetings to the Parish
Council, Finance council, all parish organizations and ministries, our benefactors,
parish staff, and all brothers and sisters in Christ. May this Christmas be filled with
peace, joy, and the grace of the Infant Jesus who came into the world out of love
for us. May the grace of the Christ Child dwell in every heart and every family. The
parish also wishes to express our deep gratitude for your generous financial support
and dedicated service throughout the past year. Merry Christmas! Chiic Mirng Chiia
Giang Sinh!

Today’s readings remind us that Jesus is reborn every day in ordinary people living
ordinary lives, who have the willingness to respond to God’s call and the openness
to do God’s will. They suggest that Christmas should inspire us to carry out God's
word as Mary and Jesus did, in perfect obedience to His will, and thus become true
disciples. In_the First Reading, the prophet Micah gives assurance to the Jews that
God is faithful to His promises, and that from the unimportant village of Bethlehem
He will send them the long-expected ruler. The third stanza of today’s Responsorial
Psalm (Ps. 80) is a prayer for God's blessing on the Davidic king. The Second
Reading, taken from Paul's Letter to the Hebrews, reminds us that it is Jesus Christ
who offered the perfect sacrifice of obedience that liberated us from sin. By his
willingness and eagerness to do God’s will, ("Behold, I come to do your will”),
Christ offered himself in the place of all the other ritual sacrifices offered, as the
means of sanctification. In the Gospel, Luke tells us how two seemingly
insignificant women met to celebrate the kindness and fidelity of God. It shows us
how sensitive Mary was to the needs of Elizabeth, her older cousin, who had
miraculously become pregnant in her old age. For Luke, discipleship requires
listening to God's word and then carrying it out, and Mary does both, to become the
most perfect disciple.

In this fourth week of Advent, let us be mindful that we need to carry Jesus to
others as Mary did. Christmas is the ideal time for us to be filled with the spirit of
Christ, allowing his rebirth within us! Once Christ is reborn in us, he enables us
to share his love with all whom we encounter by offering them humble and
committed service, unconditional forgiveness, and compassionate and caring love.
Let us take the time to visit others during this Christmas season, especially the sick
and shut-ins, to bring some inspiration into their lives, and hopefully to bring them
closer to God. Merry Christmas!

Las lecturas de hoy nos recuerdan que Jesus renace todos los dias en personas
simples que viven vidas simples, que tienen la voluntad de responder al llamado de
Dios y la apertura para hacer la voluntad de Dios.
