As we take time each week to celebrate the Paschal

Mystery in the Eucharist and to rest from the burdens

of our daily lives, we remind ourselves that we are
made in the image and likeness of God who “rested
on the seventh day from all the work he had under-
taken” (Gn 2:2).

To celebrate the Lord’s Day more fully, consider try-
ing the following:

e Do not use Sunday as your catch-all day for
errands and household chores.

e Share a family meal after Mass. Have the whole
family join in the preparation and cleanup.

e Go for a walk or bike ride and give thanks to God
for the beauty of nature.

Spend time reading the Bible or a spiritual book.
