Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, February 22, 2026
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

We have begun the holy season of Lent. This is a 40-day period during which the
Church invites us to pray, fast, and almsgiving. Our parish will have the Stations of
the Cross on Fridays. We kindly ask you to continue supporting the 2026
Pastoral Services Appeal, so that we may be able to install air conditioning
for the church during the summer. May the Lord, through the intercession of Our Lady
bless you and grant you a holy Lent filled with God’s grace.

Lent is primarily the time of intense spiritual preparation for conquering our
temptations using the means Jesus used during his forty days in the desert of
preparation for his public life. It is also the time for renewing our lives for the
celebration of Easter with our Risen Lord, who conquered sin and death by his
suffering, death, and Resurrection. Today’s readings teach us that we are always
tempted by the devil, by the world, and by our own selfish interests. So, we need to
cooperate actively with God’s grace to conquer our temptations.

The first reading, taken from the book of Genesis, describes the “Original
Temptation" - “You will be like gods, knowing what is good and what is evil." Adam
and Eve were given the possibility of making a choice to live for God, dependent upon
and obedient to His will, or to say no to God. The temptation to evil led Adam and Eve
to an act of faithlessness and sin. In contrast, today’s Gospel from St. Matthew shows
us how Jesus Christ conquered temptation by relying on Faith in God's Word and
authority. In the second reading, St. Paul describes how the disobedience of Adam,
who fell to Satan’s Original Temptation, brought him and us death and a broken
relationship with God. Paul explains that Christ regained for us the right relationship
with God by his perfect obedience to God his Father. Today’s Gospel teaches us how
the "desert experience" of fasting, praying, and soul-strengthening enabled Jesus to
confront his temptations successfully and then to preach the Good News of salvation.
The tempter urges Jesus to turn stones into loaves of bread. But Jesus rejects that
temptation to reduce his Divine mission to satisfying his own immediate, temporal
needs. The tempter then suggests that Jesus prove that he is really the Son of God by
jumping off the parapet of the temple. Jesus rejects the temptation to put God to a
test. Finally, Jesus rejects the temptation to idolatry, even if that worship would enrich
and empower him with all kingdoms of the world.

We are to confront and conquer temptations as Jesus did, using the means he
employed. Every one of us is tempted to seek sinful pleasures, easy wealth, and a
position of authority, power, and glory, and to use any means, even unjust or sinful
ones, to gain these things. Jesus serves as a model for us in conquering temptations
by strengthening himself through prayer, penance, and the effective use of the Word
of God. Hence, during this Lent, let us confront our evil tendencies with prayer
(especially by participating in the holy Mass), with penance, and with meditative
reading of the Bible. We are to grow in holiness by prayer, reconciliation, and sharing
during Lent: by finding time to be with God every day of Lent, speaking to Him in
fervent prayer and listening to Him through the meditative reading of the Bible; by
being reconciled with God through the Sacrament of Reconciliation and reconciled with
others by asking their forgiveness for our offenses against them; and by sharing our
love with others through selfless and humble service, almsgiving, and helping those in
need.

Domingo Febreo 22, 2026
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Hemos comenzado el santo tiempo de la Cuaresma. Este es un periodo de 40 dias
durante el cual la Iglesia nos invita a la oracién, el ayuno y la limosna. Nuestra parroquia
tendra la los viernes. Les pedimos que continuen apoyando el Fondo de Servicios
Pastorales 2026, para que podamos instalar aire acondicionado en la iglesia durante este
verano. Que el Sefor, por la intercesién de Nuestra Sefiora de La Vang, los bendiga y les
conceda una Cuaresma santa y llena de la gracia de Dios.

La Cuaresma es principalmente el tiempo de intensa preparacién espiritual para
conquistar nuestras tentaciones utilizando los medios que JesUs usd durante sus cuarenta
dias de preparacién en el desierto para su vida publica. Es también el momento de
renovar nuestras vidas para la celebracién de la Pascua con nuestro Sefior Resucitado
gue conquistd el pecado y la muerte por su sufrimiento, muerte y resurreccién. Las
lecturas de hoy nos ensefan que siempre somos tentados por el diablo, por el mundo y
por nuestros propios intereses egoistas. Asi que necesitamos cooperar activamente con la
gracia de Dios para vencer nuestras tentaciones.

La primera lectura, tomada del libro de Génesis describe la "Tentacidén Original" - "Seran
como dioses, sabiendo lo que es bueno y lo que es malo". A Adan y Eva se les dio la
posibilidad de escoger vivir con Dios, depender y obedecer a Su voluntad, o decir no a
Dios. La tentacion al mal llevé a Adan y a Eva a un acto de infidelidad y pecado. En
cambio, el Evangelio de hoy de San Mateo nos muestra como Jesucristo conquistd la
tentacion confiando en la fe en la Palabra de Dios y en su autoridad. En la segunda
lectura, San Pablo describe como la desobediencia de Adan, que cayd en la Tentacion
Original de Satanas, le trajo a él y a nosotros la muerte y una relacién rota con Dios.
Pablo explica que Cristo recobré para nosotros la relacion con Dios por su perfecta
obediencia a Dios su Padre. El Evangelio de hoy nos ensefia cdmo la "experiencia del
desierto" del ayuno, la oracion y el fortalecimiento del alma permitié a Jesus enfrentar
con éxito sus tentaciones y luego predicar la Buena Nueva de la salvacién. El tentador
insta a JesUs a convertir las piedras en panes. Pero JesUs rechaza esa tentacidén de
reducir su misidon Divina a satisfacer sus propias necesidades inmediatas y temporales. El
tentador entonces sugiere que JesuUs pruebe que él es realmente el Hijo de Dios al saltar
del templo. JeslUs rechaza la tentaciéon de poner a Dios a prueba. Finalmente, Jesus
rechaza la tentacion de la idolatria, incluso si esa adoracion lo enriquece y le da el poder
sobre todos los reinos del mundo.

Debemos enfrentar y vencer las tentaciones como lo hizo Jesus, usando los medios que
empled. Cada uno de nosotros esta tentado a buscar placeres pecaminosos, riqueza facil
y una posicion de autoridad, poder y gloria, el uso de cualquier medio, incluso injusto o
pecaminoso, para ganar estas cosas. Jesus sirve de modelo para nosotros en la conquista
de las tentaciones fortaleciéndose a si mismo a través de la oracion, la penitencia y el uso
efectivo de la Palabra de Dios. Por lo tanto, durante esta Cuaresma, confrontemos
nuestras malas tendencias con la oracién (especialmente participando en la Santa Misa),
con penitencia y con la lectura meditativa de la Biblia. Debemos crecer en santidad
mediante la oracidn, la reconciliacion y el compartir durante la Cuaresma:, encontrando
tiempo para estar con Dios todos los dias de Cuaresma, hablando con El en oracion
ferviente y escuchandolo a través de la lectura meditativa de la Biblia; Al reconciliarse
con Dios a través del Sacramento de la Reconciliacién y reconciliarse con los demas
pidiendo perddon por nuestros delitos contra ellos; Compartiendo nuestro amor con los
demas a través del servicio desinteresado y humilde, la limosna y ayudando a los
necesitados.
