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Pastor’s Corner
Sunday, February 8, 2026

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

This Wednesday, February 11, on the Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes, our parish will
celebrate a special Mass for prayer and the Anointing of the Sick at 6:00 p.m. There
will be ten priests present to anoint the sick during this Mass. We warmly invite you
to bring elderly family members and those who are seriously ill so that they may be
prayed for and receive the Anointing of the Sick. We hope that, by God’s grace,
many among us may be healed of their illnesses. We also ask you to please
continue supporting the 2026 Pastoral Services Appeal. May the Lord, through the
intercession of Our Lady, grant peace, grace, and joy to everyone.

The theme of today’s three readings center on our mission to the world as salt and
light. In our first reading, the Lord God, through His prophet Isaiah, gives us
examples of how we are to allow the light of God to shine through us. "Share your
bread with the hungry, sheltering the oppressed and the homeless; clothing the
naked when you see them, and not turning your back on your own. Then light shall
rise for you in the darkness, and the gloom shall become for you like
midday” (58:7, 10). St. Paul, in the second reading, tells us that our proclamation
of Faith will carry the Spirit and His power when we rely on the power and wisdom
of God. Using two simple metaphors of salt and light in today’s Gospel, Jesus
outlines the role of Christians in this world. As a symbol of purity, salt was the
common ingredient in sacrifices offered to God by Jews and pagans. In the ancient
world, salt was the commonest of all preservatives, used to prevent the
putrefaction of meat, fish, and fruits in pickles. Salt lends Flavors to food items and
was used to season and preserve food. A light is something which is meant to be
seen. A lamp or light is a guide to make clear the way. A light serves also as a
warning (e.g., red traffic lights which tell us to halt when there is danger ahead).
Finally, light, particularly from the sun, gives warmth and heat.

We need to be the salt of the earth. As the salt of the earth, the Christian must be
an example of purity in speech, in conduct, and even in thought. As the salt of the
earth, the Christian must have a certain antiseptic influence on life and society,
defeating corruption, fighting against injustice and making it easier for others to
avoid sin. As salt preserves foods, we must preserve the religious Faith, Christian
cultural values, and moral principles, which Jesus has given us, and we need to
work at reconciling the quarreling factions in families and communities. We need to
be the light of the world! The second role of Christians is to receive the light of
Christ and radiate it to people all around us from different backgrounds, different
lifestyles, other faiths, or no faith at all, in the form of love, kindness, mercy,
forgiveness, and humble service.

Domingo, 8 de febrero del 2026
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Este miércoles 11 de febrero, en la Fiesta de Nuestra Seriora de Lourdes, nuestra
parroquia celebrard una Santa Misa especial de oracion y Uncién de los Enfermos a las
6:00 de la tarde.

El tema comun de las tres lecturas de hoy es nuestra misiéon al mundo como sal y
luz. En nuestra primera lectura, el Sefior Dios a través de Su profeta Isaias nos da
ejemplos de cdmo debemos permitir que la luz de Dios brille a través de nosotros.
"Comparte su pan con los hambrientos, protegiendo a los oprimidos ya los
desamparados; Viste al desnudo cuando los veas, y no le des la espalda. Entonces la
luz se levantara para ti en la oscuridad, y la penumbra sera para ti como el mediodia
"(58: 7, 10).

Usando dos sencillas metaforas de sal y luz en el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus delinea el
papel de los cristianos en este mundo. Como simbolo de pureza, la sal era el
ingrediente comuUn en los sacrificios ofrecidos a Dios por judios y paganos. En el
mundo antiguo, la sal era el mas comun de todos los conservantes, utilizados para
evitar la pudricién de la carne, pescado y frutas. La sal da sabor a los alimentos y se
utiliza para sazonar y conservar los alimentos. Una luz es algo que esta destinado a
ser visto. Una lampara o una luz es una guia para dejar claro el camino. Una luz sirve
también como advertencia (por ejemplo, semaforos rojos que nos dicen detente
cuando hay peligro por delante.) Finalmente, la luz, particularmente la del sol, nos da
calor.

Necesitamos ser la sal de la tierra. Como sal de la tierra, el cristiano debe ser un
ejemplo de pureza con su palabra, en la conducta e incluso en el pensamiento. Como
sal de la tierra, el cristiano debe tener cierta influencia antiséptica sobre la vida y la
sociedad, derrotando la corrupcién, luchando contra la injusticia y ayudando que otros
eviten el pecado. Como la sal conserva los alimentos, debemos preservar la fe
religiosa, los valores culturales cristianos y los principios morales, que JeslUs nos ha
dado, y tenemos que trabajar en la reconciliaciéon de las caras que pelean en las
familias y las comunidades.
