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Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, March 1, 2026
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

On this Second Sunday of Lent, the Church invites us to journey up the mountain
with Jesus. In the Gospel, we hear the beautiful account of the Transfiguration in
Gospel of Matthew (17:1-9). Jesus takes Peter, James, and John up a high
mountain, and there He is transfigured before them. His face shines like the sun,
and His clothes become dazzling white. In that radiant moment, the disciples
glimpse His divine glory. Why does Jesus reveal His glory in the middle of His
journey toward the Cross? Because Lent is not only about sacrifice; it is about
transformation. Just as Abram in the first reading is called by God to leave his
homeland and trust in a promise he cannot yet see (Genesis 12:1-4a), we too are
called to step out in faith. God says to Abram, “Go forth... to the land that I will
show you.” Abram does not have all the answers. He simply trusts—and that trust
becomes the beginning of blessing for all nations.

Lent asks the same of us: to trust God enough to move, to change, to leave
behind what is comfortable but not holy. The mountain of the Transfiguration
teaches us three important lessons:

1. We need moments of encounter with God. Jesus takes His closest disci-
ples away from the noise of daily life. Lent invites us to create space for prayer, si-
lence, Eucharistic adoration, and deeper participation at Mass. When we truly listen,
we too can hear the Father’s voice: “This is my beloved Son... listen to Him.” Prayer
strengthens us for the valleys of life.

2. Glory comes through the Cross. The Transfiguration happens on the way
to Calvary. Jesus reveals His glory to prepare His disciples for the scandal of the
Cross. In our lives, suffering, sacrifice, and self-denial are not meaningless. When
united with Christ, they become the path to resurrection. Saint Paul reminds
Timothy not to be ashamed of suffering for the Gospel (2 Timothy 1:8). Lent is our
training ground in courage.

3. We cannot stay on the mountain. Peter wants to build three tents and
remain there. But Jesus leads them back down. Our spiritual experiences are not
meant to isolate us but to strengthen us for mission. After prayer comes service.
After contemplation comes charity. The light we receive must shine in our homes,
workplaces, and parish community.

Dear friends, Lent is a journey from comfort to commitment, from routine to
renewal, from fear to faith. The Lord is calling each of us by name, just as He called
Abram. Perhaps He is asking us to forgive someone, to return to Confession, to
reconcile with a family member, to commit more fully to Sunday Mass, or to
deepen our life of prayer. Do not be afraid. The same voice that spoke on the
mountain speaks to us today: “Rise, and do not be afraid.” May this week be a step
upward in faith. May we allow Christ to transform our hearts so that, at Easter, we
may share in His glory.

Notas del Parroco

Domingo Marzo 1, 2026
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

En este Segundo Domingo de Cuaresma, la Iglesia nos invita a subir al monte con

Jesus. En el Evangelio segin Evangelio segun San Mateo (17, 1-9), contemplamos
la Transfiguracion del Sefior. Jesus lleva consigo a Pedro, Santiago y Juan, y
delante de ellos se transfigura: su rostro brilla como el sol y sus vestiduras se
vuelven blancas como la luz. Por un momento, los discipulos contemplan la gloria
divina de Cristo. ¢Por qué Jesus revela su gloria en el camino hacia la cruz? Porque
la Cuaresma no es solamente tiempo de sacrificio, sino tiempo de transformacion.
En la primera lectura, Dios llama a Abram a dejar su tierra y su seguridad: “Sal de
tu tierra... hacia la tierra que yo te mostraré” (Gn 12,1). Abram no conoce el
destino, pero confia. Su fe abre el camino a la bendicidn. También nosotros somos
llamados a salir: salir del pecado, de la comodidad espiritual, de la indiferencia. La
Cuaresma es un camino de fe y confianza. La experiencia del monte nos ensefia
tres lecciones importantes:

1. Necesitamos momentos de encuentro con Dios. JeslUs aparta a sus
discipulos del ruido para que puedan escuchar la voz del Padre: “Este es mi Hijo
amado... esclichenlo.” En medio de tantas preocupaciones, necesitamos oracién,
silencio, adoracion, lectura de la Palabra. Solo quien escucha a Dios puede caminar
con esperanza.

2. La gloria pasa por la cruz. La Transfiguracion ocurre antes de la Pasion.
Jesus fortalece a sus discipulos para el escandalo de la cruz. En nuestra vida, el
sufrimiento y los sacrificios ofrecidos con amor no son inutiles. Unidos a Cristo, se
convierten en camino de resurreccion. San Pablo nos recuerda que no tengamos
verglienza de dar testimonio del Senor (2 Tim 1,8). La Cuaresma nos prepara para
vivir con valentia nuestra fe.

3. No podemos quedarnos en el monte. Pedro quiere hacer tres tiendas y
permanecer alli. Pero Jesus los lleva de nuevo al camino. La experiencia de Dios no
€S para encerrarnos, sino para enviarnos. Después de la oracion viene la misién;
después del encuentro, el servicio. La luz que recibimos debe iluminar nuestras
familias, nuestra comunidad y nuestro trabajo.

Queridos hermanos, esta Cuaresma es una invitacion a subir con Cristo para bajar
transformados. Tal vez el Sefor nos esta llamando a confesarnos después de
mucho tiempo, a reconciliarnos con alguien, a participar con mayor devocion en la
Santa Misa, o a practicar la caridad con mayor generosidad. No tengamos miedo.
El mismo Jesus que se transfigurd en el monte camina con nosotros en nuestras
luchas diarias. El nos dice hoy: “Levantense, no tengan miedo.” Que esta semana
sea un paso mas en nuestro camino hacia la Pascua. Permitamos que Cristo
transforme nuestro corazén para que, al celebrar la Resurreccion, podamos reflejar
su luz en el mundo.
