Sunday, March 8, 2026 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ! 
 
 On this Third Sunday of Lent, the Gospel presents us with the beautiful encounter 
between Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the well (John 4:5–42). Jesus meets 
her at a place of thirst—both physical and spiritual. She comes looking for ordinary 
water, but she leaves having encountered the “living water.” Lent is our journey to 
the well. 
 
 Like the Samaritan woman, we often carry hidden thirsts: thirst for peace, for   
forgiveness, for love, for meaning. Sometimes we try to satisfy those thirsts with 
success, distractions, or possessions. Yet our hearts remain restless. Jesus gently 
reminds us: “Whoever drinks the water I shall give will never thirst.” Notice that  
Jesus begins by saying, “Give me a drink.” God humbles Himself and asks      
something of us. He asks for our time in prayer, our honesty in repentance, our 
willingness to forgive, and our openness to change. When we give Him our small 
offering, He gives us Himself. 
 
 The Samaritan woman’s life was not perfect. Yet Jesus did not condemn her; He 
revealed her truth with love and offered her a new beginning. That is the heart of 
Lent. It is not about shame. It is about transformation. It is about allowing Christ to 
meet us where we truly are. 
 
 After encountering Jesus, the woman leaves her water jar behind and runs to tell 
others. When we truly meet Christ, we cannot remain the same. We become      
witnesses. Message to live by this week: Spend time each day at “the well.” Even 
five quiet minutes in prayer. Ask Jesus honestly: Where am I thirsty? Then bring 
that thirst to Him. Consider also going to Confession during Lent, where the living 
water of mercy flows abundantly. 
 
 May this Lenten season deepen our thirst for God, and may we discover that He 
has been waiting for us at the well all along.

Lá Thư Cha Chánh Xứ 

Chúa nhật Ngày 8 tháng 3, 2026 
 

Quí ông bà anh chị en thân mến 
 

Giáo xứ xin chân thành cám ơn những ai đã đóng góp cho quĩ mục vụ giáo phận 
Orange 2026 Nếu chúng ta chưa có hường ứng xin quí ông bà anh chị em đóng góp 
mỗi gia đình là 400 dollars cho Đức Cha.  
 
Chúa Nhật III Mùa Chay, Giáo Hội cho chúng ta nghe câu chuyện Chúa Giêsu gặp 
người phụ nữ Samari bên bờ giếng. Đó không chỉ là cuộc gặp gỡ tình cờ, nhưng là 
cuộc gặp gỡ làm thay đổi cả cuộc đời. Người phụ nữ đến giếng để lấy nước thường 
ngày, nhưng lại gặp được “Nước Hằng Sống” Mùa Chay chính là hành trình chúng 
ta trở về bên giếng ấy. 
 
Ai trong chúng ta cũng có những cơn khát sâu thẳm: khát được yêu thương, được 
tha thứ, được bình an, được cảm thông. Nhiều khi ta cố gắng lấp đầy bằng công 
việc, tiền bạc hay những thú vui chóng qua, nhưng tâm hồn vẫn trống vắng. Chỉ có 
Chúa mới có thể làm thỏa mãn cơn khát của lòng người. Điều cảm động là Chúa 
Giêsu bắt đầu bằng lời xin: “Cho tôi xin chút nước.” Thiên Chúa khiêm tốn đến với 
ta và xin ta mở lòng. Ngài không lên án, nhưng nhẹ nhàng giúp ta nhìn lại sự thật 
đời mình để chữa lành và đổi mới. 
 
Sau khi gặp Chúa, người phụ nữ đã bỏ vò nước lại và chạy đi loan báo Tin Mừng. 
Khi thật sự gặp được Chúa, ta không thể sống như cũ nữa. Ta được biến đổi và trở 
nên chứng nhân cho Ngài. 
 
Sứ điệp sống trong tuần này: Mỗi ngày, hãy dành ít phút thinh lặng để ở lại 
bên “giếng nước” là Chúa Giêsu. Hãy tự hỏi: lòng tôi đang khát điều gì? Hãy đem 
cơn khát ấy đến với Chúa trong cầu nguyện, và mạnh dạn đến với Bí tích Hòa Giải 
để đón nhận nguồn nước ân sủng.  Nguyện xin Mùa Chay này giúp chúng ta nhận 
ra rằng Chúa luôn chờ đợi ta bên giếng đời mình, để ban cho ta Nước Hằng Sống.

Notas del Párroco 

Domingo Marzo 8, 2026 
 

¡Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!  
 
 En este Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma, el Evangelio nos presenta el encuentro   
entre Jesús y la mujer samaritana en el pozo (Juan 4,5–42). Jesús se acerca a ella 
en un momento de necesidad, en un lugar de sed. Ella busca agua material, pero 
termina encontrando el “agua viva”. La Cuaresma es nuestro camino hacia el pozo. 
Todos tenemos sed en el corazón: sed de paz, de perdón, de amor, de esperanza. 
Muchas veces intentamos saciar esa sed con cosas pasajeras — trabajo,           
distracciones, bienes materiales — pero el alma sigue inquieta. Solo Cristo puede 
llenar el vacío más profundo. Él nos dice: “El que beba del agua que yo le daré, no 
tendrá sed jamás.” 
 
 Jesús comienza pidiendo: “Dame de beber.” Dios se acerca con humildad y nos 
pide algo sencillo: nuestro tiempo en la oración, nuestra sinceridad en el            
arrepentimiento, nuestro deseo de cambiar. Cuando le damos lo poco que      
tenemos, Él nos regala mucho más: su gracia y su misericordia. Jesús no condena 
a la samaritana; le revela la verdad con amor y le ofrece una vida nueva. Así actúa 
también con nosotros. La Cuaresma no es tiempo de miedo, sino de conversión; 
no es tiempo de tristeza, sino de renovación interior. Después de encontrarse con 
Jesús, la mujer deja su cántaro y corre a anunciarlo. Cuando uno se encuentra de 
verdad con Cristo, no puede quedarse igual. 
 
 Mensaje para vivir esta semana: Busquemos cada día unos minutos de  
silencio para estar con el Señor. Preguntémonos: De qué tengo sed en mi corazón? 
Llevemos esa sed a Jesús en la oración y acerquémonos al Sacramento de la   
Reconciliación, donde el agua viva de la misericordia nos purifica y fortalece. 
 
 Que esta Cuaresma renueve nuestra fe y nos conduzca a la verdadera fuente que 
es Cristo.
