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Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, April 12, 2026
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

This Sunday, we celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter, also known as Divine
Mercy Sunday. The readings today call us to reflect deeply on God’s mercy
and the peace that comes from encountering the Risen Lord.

In the first reading from Acts 2:42-47, we see the early Christian community
living in harmony, sharing their possessions, and praising God with glad hearts.
Their example reminds us that faith is not just personal but lived in community
through love, generosity, and support for one another.

The Psalm 118:2-4, 13-15, 22-24 invites us to rejoice because the Lord’s
mercy endures forever. The psalmist celebrates the victory of God’s love over fear
and death—a mercy fully revealed in Jesus’ resurrection.

In the Gospel (John 20:19-31), we witness Jesus appearing to His disciples,
bringing them peace, and breathing the Holy Spirit upon them. Thomas, who
doubted, becomes a model for all of us: even in our doubts and struggles, God’s
mercy meets us where we are. Jesus says, "Blessed are those who have not seen
and have believed”, reminding us to trust in His presence even when we cannot see
Him physically.

As we honor Divine Mercy Sunday, let us embrace God’s mercy in our daily lives.
Mercy is not only received but shared: forgiving those who hurt us, comforting
those in pain, and acting with compassion toward our neighbors. Let us also
remember to bring Christ's peace into our families, workplaces, and parish
community, living as witnesses of His love.

This week, I encourage each of you to pause in prayer before the Lord, asking for
His mercy and strength. May we, like the early Christians, be a people who rejoice,
serve, and proclaim the goodness of God, trusting in His unfailing love.

Wishing you all a joyful and grace-filled Divine Mercy Sunday.

Domingo de la Divina Misericordia Abril 12, 2026
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Hoy celebramos el Segundo Domingo de Pascua, conocido también como Domingo

de la Divina Misericordia. Las lecturas de este dia nos invitan a reflexionar
sobre la misericordia de Dios y la paz que encontramos al encontrarnos con el
Sefior Resucitado.
