Pastor’s Corner

Divine Mercy Sunday, April 27, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in the Love of the Risen Christ!

We continue to rejoice in the Risen Lord because he is truly raised from the dead! Again, | would
like to express my thanks to all of you in the Vietnamese Council, Spanish Council, Pastoral Council,
organizations, groups, choirs, and volunteers who worked very hard to help make our Holy Week
and Easter celebrations so beautiful. | also ask you to please contribute to PSA 2025 so we can
repair our church air conditioning. May the Risen Lord, through the intercession of Our Lady, bless
all of you with peace, love, and joy.

Today is Divine Mercy Sunday. This Feast was inaugurated by Saint Pope John Paul Il in 2002.
Indeed, the readings for this Sunday are about God’s mercy, the need for trusting faith, and the
need for the forgiveness of sins. The opening prayer addresses the Father as "God of everlasting
Mercy." In the responsorial psalm we repeat several times, “His mercy endures forever!” (Ps
118). God revealed His mercy, first and foremost, by sending His only begotten Son, to become our
Savior and Lord by His suffering, death, and resurrection. Divine mercy is given to us also in each
celebration of the sacraments. The first reading explains how the Risen Lord continued to show his
divine mercy to the sick through the healing and preaching ministry of his Apostles in the early
Church. The Apostles’ faith enabled them to minister to the people, giving them the Lord’s healing
love in “signs and wonders”. The second reading, taken from the Book of Revelation, written to
comfort and bolster the faith of the persecuted Christians, assures them of the presence of the
merciful Lord in their lives. The passage from Revelations encourages Christians to fight fear with
faith, and trepidation about the future with trust and hope. Today’s Gospel vividly reminds us how
Jesus instituted the Sacrament of Reconciliation, a sacrament of Divine Mercy — the Risen Lord
gave his Apostles the power to forgive sins with the words, “Whose sins you forgive are forgiven
them, and whose sins you retain are retained” (Jn 20: 19-23). Presenting the doubting Thomas’
famous profession of faith, “My Lord and my God,” the Gospel illustrates how Jesus showed his
mercy to the doubting Apostle, and it also emphasizes the importance of faith.

This Divine Mercy Sunday, let us accept God's invitation to celebrate and practice mercy. One
way the Church celebrates God’s mercy throughout the year is through the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. Finding time for Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament is another good way to
receive and give thanks for Divine Mercy. First, we must come to know Jesus personally and
intimately by our daily and meditative reading of the Bible. Next, we must strengthen our faith
through our personal and community prayer. Third, we must share in the divine life of Jesus by
frequenting the sacraments of Reconciliation and the Holy Eucharist. Bl. Mother Teresa
presents it this way: “If we pray, we will believe; if we believe, we will love; if we love, we will
serve. Only then we put our love of God into action.”

Domingo de La Divina Misericordia, abril 27, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en el amor de Cristo resucitado!

iSeguimos regocijandonos en el Sefor Resucitado porque verdaderamente ha resucitado

de entre los muertos! Una vez mas, quiero expresar mi agradecimiento a todos ustedes
en el Consejo Vietnamita, el Consejo Hispano, el Consejo Pastoral, las organizaciones, los
grupos, los coros y los voluntarios que trabajaron arduamente para que nuestras
celebraciones de la Semana Santa y la Pascua fueran tan hermosas. También les pido que
contribuyan al PSA 2025 para que podamos reparar el aire acondicionado de nuestra
iglesia. Que el Sefior Resucitado, por intercesién de Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, los
bendiga a todos con paz, amor y alegria.

Hoy es domingo de la Divina Misericordia. Esta fiesta fue inaugurada por San Papa Juan
Pablo II en 2002. De hecho, las lecturas de este domingo son sobre la misericordia de Dios,
la necesidad de confiar en la fe y la necesidad del perdon de los pecados. La oracidén de
apertura se dirige al Padre como "Dios de la misericordia eterna".
