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Pastor’s Corner

7th Sunday of Easter, May 17, 2026

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we celebrate the Feast of the Ascension, the Word of God invites us to reflect
especially on the First Reading from the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 1:1-11) and the
Gospel from Matthew (28:16-20). Together, these readings reveal both a promise
and a mission that continue to shape our lives as disciples today. In the First Read-
ing, we see the apostles gazing up into the sky as Jesus is lifted from their sight. It
is a moment filled with awe, but also uncertainty. The angels gently remind them:
“Why are you standing there looking at the sky?” In other words, do not remain
stuck looking upward, there is work to be done here on earth. Jesus entrusts them
with a mission and promises the power of the Holy Spirit to guide them. The Gospel
echoes this same call. Before ascending, Jesus gives His disciples the Great Com-
mission: “"Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations... teaching them... and be-
hold, I am with you always, until the end of the age.” These are not just words for
the apostles long ago; they are words for each one of us today.

For us, the Ascension is not about Jesus leaving, but about His presence in a new
way. He remains with us—through the Eucharist, through His Word, and through
the life of the Church. At the same time, He sends us out. We cannot remain pas-
sive or simply comfortable in our faith. Like the apostles, we are called to move for-
ward, to witness, and to share the Good News.

Dear parishioners of St. Columban, this feast challenges us to ask: Are we still
“looking at the sky,” or are we living the mission entrusted to us? Our parish is not
only a place of worship, but a community sent forth. In our families, let us teach
our children the faith not only by words but by example. In our community, let us
be signs of unity, compassion, and service. In our daily lives, let us bring Christ to
others through simple acts of love and kindness.

We may sometimes feel inadequate or unsure, but the Lord reassures us: "I am
with you always.” This promise gives us courage. We are never alone in our mis-
sion. The same Spirit who guided the apostles continues to guide us today.

As we celebrate the Ascension, let us renew our commitment to be a missionary
parish—alive in faith, active in charity, and joyful in hope. May we go forth with
confidence, knowing that Christ walks with us and works through us.

May the Ascended Lord bless you and your families, and may we together build a
community that reflects His love in the world.

Notas del Parroco

7 Domingo de Pascua, Mayo 17, 2026

Queridos feligreses de la parroquia de San Columbano,
iGracia y paz en Cristo Resucitado!

En esta Solemnidad de la Ascensidn, la Palabra de Dios nos invita a reflexionar de
manera especial sobre la primera lectura de los Hechos de los Apdstoles (Hch 1,1-
11) y el Evangelio segun San Mateo (28,16-20). En estos textos encontramos una
lamada clara a vivir nuestra fe con responsabilidad y esperanza. En la primera
lectura, los discipulos contemplan cdmo JesuUs es elevado al cielo. Se quedan
mirando hacia arriba, llenos de asombro, pero también quizas con dudas y temor.
Entonces, los angeles les dicen: “"¢Qué hacen ahi mirando al cielo?” Es una
invitacion a no quedarse paralizados, a no vivir una fe pasiva. Jesus les ha
confiado una mision, y ahora deben comenzar a vivirla con la fuerza del Espiritu
Santo. El Evangelio refuerza esta misma llamada. Jesus, antes de ascender, envia
a sus discipulos con el mandato misionero: "Vayan y hagan discipulos de todos los
pueblos... y sepan que yo estoy con ustedes todos los dias hasta el fin del mundo.”
Esta mision no fue solo para los apodstoles, sino también para cada uno de
nosotros.

Hermanos y hermanas de San Columbano, la Ascensidn nos recuerda que no
podemos quedarnos “mirando al cielo” sin actuar. Nuestra parroquia esta llamada
a ser una comunidad viva, que anuncia el Evangelio con palabras y obras. En
nuestras familias, estamos llamados a transmitir la fe con amor y ejemplo. En
nuestra comunidad, a vivir la unidad, el servicio y la solidaridad. En nuestra vida
diaria, a ser testigos del amor de Cristo con pequenos gestos de bondad y
compasion.

A veces podemos sentirnos incapaces o inseguros, pero el Sefor nos deja una
promesa que nos llena de confianza: "Yo estoy con ustedes todos los dias.”
