Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!
On this holy day of Pentecost, we rejoice in the outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon the FUNERAL MASSES

Church. This is the fulfillment of Jesus’ promise: “You will receive power when the Holy PLEASE JOIN US IN
Spirit comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8). Today we celebrate not PRAYING FOR THOSE WHO
only a historical moment in the life of the early Church, but a living reality that HAVE GONE BEFORE US:

The Holy Spirit is
not a distant gift of the past, but the living presence of God within us. He strengthens us in moments of fear, guides us in
confusion, and sends us out in love.

Pentecost calls us to be a Church that is alive, open, and missionary. It calls us to build unity where there is division, to bring
peace where there is conflict, and to offer hope where there is despair. The same Spirit who descended upon the apostles
continues to descend upon us today in the Sacraments, especially in the Eucharist, in prayer, and in our daily acts of love. May
we not resist the Spirit, but welcome Him with trust and joy. May He renew our parish communities, our families, and our
hearts. And may we, like the apostles, go forth proclaiming with our lives: Jesus is Lord, and His Spirit is alive in us.

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful, and kindle in us the fire of your love.
