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Pastor’s Corner

Fifth Sunday of Easter, May 3, 2026
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This Sunday, we reflect on the call to live in Christ’s love as we hear the readings
from the Acts of the Apostles, the First Letter of Peter, and the Gospel of John.
Each reading invites us to deepen our faith, strengthen our hope, and show God’s
love in our daily lives.

In the first reading from Acts 6:1-7, we see the early Christian community faced
with a challenge: some members felt neglected in the distribution of food. The
Apostles responded not by ignoring the problem, but by empowering others to
serve. They appointed seven men "“full of the Spirit and wisdom” to meet the needs
of the community. This teaches us an important lesson: faith is not just personal—it
is lived in community. We are called to see the needs around us and respond with
generosity, service, and leadership, especially for those who might feel overlooked
or forgotten.

The second reading from 1 Peter 2:4-9 reminds us that as Christians, we are
chosen by God and called to be “a holy people.” Peter tells us that we are like living
stones, built into a spiritual house. This image invites us to consider how each of us
contributes to the Church not just as a building, but as a living, loving community.
Our words, actions, and prayers are all stones that strengthen the foundation of
God’s kingdom. We are called to live lives of goodness, faith, and integrity, shining
as examples of God’s presence in the world. Finally, in the Gospel reading from
John 14:1-12, Jesus reassures His disciples: "I am the way, the truth, and the life.”
These words remind us that following Christ is not just about belief, but about
action. Jesus calls us to trust Him and to live in a way that makes His love visible to
others. He assures us that if we follow Him, we will bear fruit—not just in
extraordinary deeds, but in the small, everyday acts of love, compassion, and
forgiveness. Our lives become a testimony to God’s presence when we serve, speak
truth, and extend mercy to those around us.

As we celebrate the Eucharist this Sunday, let us reflect on how we can live these
readings in our own lives. Are there ways we can serve our parish and community
with generosity and care? How can we build up our family, friends, and neighbors
with encouragement, love, and faithfulness? Jesus calls each of us to be His hands
and His heart in the world. By following His example, we become living withesses of
His life, death, and resurrection.

Let this Sunday be a reminder that faith is not passive. It is active, vibrant, and
transformative. We are called to be a community that listens, serves, and bears
witness to God’s love. Let us leave this place renewed in courage and hope, ready
to carry Christ’s light into our homes, workplaces, and neighborhoods. In all that
we do, let us live as Jesus taught us, showing that love is always stronger than
fear, service is more powerful than self-interest, and faith can move hearts and
change lives.

Notas del Parroco
V Domingo de Pascua, Mayo 3, 2026

Queridos hermanos y hermanes en Cristo!

En este quinto domingo de Pascua, la Palabra de Dios nos invita a reflexionar
sobre como vivimos nuestra fe en comunidad y como damos testimonio del amor
de Cristo en nuestra vida diaria.

En la primera lectura (Hechos 6:1-7), vemos a la Iglesia primitiva enfrentando
una dificultad concreta: algunas viudas eran descuidadas en la distribucion diaria
de alimentos. Los apdstoles, guiados por el Espiritu Santo, no ignoran el problema,
sino que buscan una solucién justa y organizada. Eligen a siete hombres llenos de
sabiduria y fe para servir a la comunidad. Este pasaje nos ensefia que la Iglesia
crece cuando cada uno asume su responsabilidad y se pone al servicio de los
demads. Nos invita a estar atentos a las necesidades de quienes nos rodean,
especialmente de los mas vulnerables, y a responder con generosidad vy
compromiso.

En la segunda lectura (1 Pedro 2:4-9), San Pedro nos recuerda que somos
“piedras vivas” llamadas a formar una casa espiritual. No somos simples
espectadores en la vida de la Iglesia; cada uno de nosotros tiene un lugar y una
mision. Somos un pueblo elegido, llamado a anunciar las maravillas de Dios con
nuestra vida. Esto significa que nuestra fe debe reflejarse en nuestras acciones: en
nuestra manera de hablar, de tratar a los demas, de perdonar y de amar. Nuestra
vida diaria es el lugar donde construimos esa casa espiritual con Dios. En el
Evangelio (Juan 14:1-12), Jesus nos ofrece palabras de consuelo y esperanza:
“Yo soy el camino, la verdad y la vida.” El nos invita a confiar en El y a seguir su
ejemplo. Conocer a Jesus no es solo saber quién es, sino vivir como El vivio. El nos
muestra el camino del amor, del servicio y de la entrega. Ademas, nos asegura
gue quien cree en El realizara también sus obras. Esto nos recuerda que, aun en
las cosas pequefias, podemos hacer presente a Dios cuando actuamos con fe y
amor.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, el mensaje de hoy es claro: nuestra fe debe ser
viva, concreta y activa. Estamos llamados a servir como los primeros discipulos, a
construir la Iglesia como piedras vivas, y a seguir a Cristo como el camino de
nuestra vida.

Esta semana, preguntémonos: ¢A quién puedo servir? ¢CoOmo puedo fortalecer mi
familia y mi comunidad? ¢De qué manera puedo reflejar el amor de Cristo en mis
acciones? Tal vez sea con una palabra de animo, un gesto de ayuda, un acto de
perdon o simplemente estando presentes para alguien que lo necesita.

Que la Eucaristia que celebramos nos fortalezca para vivir nuestra vocacion
cristiana con alegria y fidelidad. Salgamos al mundo con el corazén lleno de fe,
dispuestos a ser testigos del amor de Cristo en todo lo que hagamos.
