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Pastor’s Corner
Corpus Christi Sunday, June 22, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Today is the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. Together with
the priests, we joyfully extend our congratulations to the Eucharistic Youth
Movement and the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion as they celebrate
their patronal feast today. May Jesus Christ in the Holy Eucharist pour out abundant
blessings upon our children in the Eucharistic Youth Movement, the youth leaders,
and all the members of the Ministry of Holy Communion. The parish also expresses
heartfelt gratitude to all the members of the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy
Communion for their generous service at the altar and for bringing the Body and
Blood of Christ to the sick in their homes and in hospitals. We also invite all
parishioners to continue supporting the 2025 Diocesan Pastoral Services Appeal.
May Christ in the Holy Eucharist and Our Lady of La Vang bless all of you
abundantly.

On this Feast of Corpus Christi, the Church turns its gaze to the profound mystery
of the Eucharist: The Body and Blood of Christ, truly present under the
appearances of bread and wine. we are given the account of the miraculous
feeding of the five thousand from Luke’s Gospel—a story that prefigures the
Eucharist and reveals much about God’s love, abundance, and care for His people.
At the beginning of the Gospel, Jesus welcomes the crowd, speaks to them of the
kingdom, and heals those in need. This threefold action mirrors what we experience
at every Mass: we are welcomed into His presence, taught through the Word of
God, and spiritually healed through grace. Then, as evening falls and the crowd is
hungry, Jesus does something extraordinary—not only does He care about their
spiritual needs, but He also tends to their physical hunger. This reminds us that
God is not distant or indifferent to our human condition. He meets us in our need,
in our tiredness, in our hunger—both body and soul.

Today, as we adore the Lord truly present in the Eucharist, let us ask:

e Do I hunger for this Bread of Life?

e Do I approach the Eucharist with gratitude and awe?

e Do I live what I receive—becoming bread for others, sharing my life, my time,
and my love with those in need?

Let us echo the words of St. Thomas Aquinas, whose hymns still move the Church
today:

“"O Sacrament most holy, O Sacrament divine, all praise, and all
thanksgiving be every moment Thine!”
