Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, July 27, 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

As we continue to live in the days of summertime of rest and relaxation for people
of all ages, we hope that you will take the opportunity to go on vacation with your
family so that you may be renewed with energy for life. On August 9 and 10, 2025,
our parish will hold registration for English faith formation program, including the
Confirmation program for our teens. We encourage you to register for the
appropriate program so that your children may begin classes on Saturday,
September 20, 2025. We wish you a joyful and blessed summer and may God and
our Blessed Mother keep us all safe and in peace.

The themes of today’s Scripture readings are the power of intercessory prayer, the
Our Father as the ideal prayer, and the necessity for persistence and perseverance
in prayer with trusting faith and boldness. In short, they teach us what to pray and
how to pray. The first reading, taken from the book of Genesis, gives us the model
for intercessory prayer provided by Abraham in his dialogue with God. Although
Abraham seems to be trying to manipulate God through his skillful bargaining and
humble, persistent intercession, God is being moved to mercy by the goodness of a
few innocent souls. The second reading, taken from Paul’s Letter to the Colossians,
does not deal with prayer directly, but it provides a basis for all Christian prayers,
especially for liturgical prayer: the mystery of the Death and Resurrection of Jesus
Christ. Paul assures us that even when we were dead in sin, God gave us new life
through Jesus and pardoned all our sins. In the Gospel passage, after teaching a
model prayer, Jesus instructs his disciples to pray to God their Heavenly Father
with the same boldness, daring, intimacy, conviction, persistence, and
perseverance Abraham displayed (and the friend in need in the parable employed).
He gives us the assurance that God will not be irritated by our requests or unwilling
to meet them with generosity.

The important message for us to take to heart this week is that prayer is essential
for Christian family life. To remain faithful in marriage, the spouses must pray, not
only individually, but together. They must thank God and offer intercessory prayers
for each other, for their children, and for their dear ones. Daily prayer will help
married couples to celebrate and show reverence for God’s vision of human
sexuality, and honor life from conception to natural death. Here is St. John Marie
Vianney’s advice to a couple: "Spend three minutes praising and thanking God for
all you have. Spend three minutes asking God’s pardon for your sins and
presenting your needs before Him. Spend three minutes reading the Bible and
listening to God in silence.”

Domingo, Julio 27, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Seguimos viviendo estos dias de verano, un tiempo de descanso para todas las
edades. Esperamos que puedan aprovechar esta oportunidad para salir de
vacaciones con sus familias y asl recargar energias para la vida.

Los dias 9 y 10 de agosto de 2025, nuestra parroquia tendra el programa de
inscripcidn para formacioén religiosa bilinglie para los nifos, incluyendo el programa
de Confirmacién. Les animamos a inscribir a sus hijos en el programa
correspondiente para que puedan comenzar las clases el sdbado 20 de septiembre
de 2025. Les deseamos un verano alegre y lleno de bendiciones, y que Dios y la
Virgen Maria nos protejan y nos concedan paz.

Los temas de las lecturas de las Escrituras de hoy son el poder de la oracidn
intercesora, el Padre Nuestro como la oracion ideal y la necesidad de persistencia y
perseverancia en la oracién con fe confiada y audacia. En resumen, nos ensefian
qué orar y cdmo orar. La primera lectura, tomada del libro de Génesis, nos da el
modelo de oracion intercesora provista por Abraham en su didlogo con Dios.
Aunque Abraham parece estar tratando de manipular a Dios a través de su habil
negociacion y su intercesiéon humilde y persistente, en realidad Dios esta siendo
movido a la misericordia por la bondad de unas pocas almas inocentes. La segunda
lectura, tomada de la Carta de Pablo a los Colosenses, no trata directamente con
la oracién, pero proporciona una base para todas las oraciones cristianas,
especialmente para la oracion liturgica: el misterio de la Muerte y la Resurreccion
de Jesucristo.

En el pasaje del Evangelio, después de ensefiar una oracion modelo,
Jesus instruye a sus discipulos a que oren a Dios su Padre Celestial con la misma
audacia, audacia, intimidad, conviccidon, persistencia y perseverancia que Abraham
mostrd (y el amigo necesitado en la parabola empleada). El nos da la seguridad de
gue Dios no se irritara por nuestras peticiones o no estara dispuesto a recibirlos
con generosidad.

El mensaje importante que debemos tomar en serio esta semana es que la
oracién es esencial para la vida familiar cristiana. Para permanecer fieles en el
matrimonio, los esposos deben orar, no solo individualmente, sino juntos. Deben
agradecer a Dios y ofrecer oraciones de intercesion el uno por el otro, por sus hijos
y por sus seres queridos. La oracion diaria ayudara a las parejas casadas a
celebrar y mostrar respeto por la vision de Dios en la sexualidad humana, y honrar
la vida desde la concepcion hasta la muerte natural. Aqui esta el consejo de San
Juan Maria Vianney a una pareja: "Pase tres minutos alabando y agradeciendo a
Dios por todo lo que tiene.
