Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, August 3, 2025
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

As we enter the month of August, we also begin preparing for our children to
return to school after summer break. This coming Saturday, August 9, and Sunday,
August 10, we will begin registration for the children’s catechism programs. We
recognize that educating our children in faith is essential for their spiritual life.
Therefore, we kindly ask all parents to come and register their children so they may
begin catechism classes on September 20, 2025. May God, through the intercession
of the Blessed Mother, bless you all abundantly!

The theme of today’s readings is avoiding greed and possessiveness. The greedy
acquisition of wealth and power is futile, because everything and everyone is “here
today and gone tomorrow.” So the meaning of life cannot be found in selfishly
hoarding wealth and possessions, but only in sharing these with the needy. The
first reading, taken from Ecclesiastes, reminds us that the greedy acquisition of
goods and the selfish hoarding of them are useless because when the hoarder dies
he goes to eternity empty-handed, and his heirs gain, and perhaps squander, his
riches. In the Responsorial Psalm (Ps 90), the Psalmist challenges us to listen to
God and allow Him to soften our hearts that we may share our blessings with
others. In the second reading, Paul directs our attention to lasting, Heavenly
treasures and warns that greed for wealth and influence is idolatry. He advises,
"Put to death, your parts that are earthly: immorality, impurity, passion, evil
desire, and the greed that is idolatry” (Colossians 3: 5). In today’s Gospel, Jesus,
telling the parable of the foolish rich man, warns us against all types of greed,
because greed takes our life’s focus away from God and away from serving and
loving Him in other people. Jesus says God calls the greedy rich man a fool because
the man thought he would not die soon and that he was not accountable for the
way he used his riches. The rich man had forgotten that his wealth was lent to him
by God for sharing with the needy. Jesus also warns us that our eternal life does
not consist of earthly possessions (Luke 12: 15), which we should share to gain
eternal life.

We are invited to share our blessings with others. The parable of the rich fool gives
us a warning as well as an invitation. It reminds us that our possessions are merely
loaned to us by God, and that we are accountable for their use. We must be
generous in sharing our time, our treasure, and our talents in Christian
stewardship. Even if we are poor financially, we may be blessed with intelligence,
good will, a sense of humor or the ability to console, encourage, inspire, support,
and help others. God expects us to give our thanks to Him for all these blessings by
sharing them with others for His glory.

Notas del Parroco

Domingo, Agosto 3, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Al comenzar el mes de agosto, también nos preparamos para que nuestros hijos
regresen a la escuela después de las vacaciones de verano. Este sabado 9 y
domingo 10 de agosto comenzaremos las inscripciones para los programas de
catecismo de los nifios. Reconocemos que la formacién en la fe es fundamental
para la vida espiritual de nuestros hijos. Por eso, animamos cordialmente a todos
los padres a que vengan a inscribir a sus hijos para que puedan comenzar las
clases de catecismo el 20 de septiembre de 2025. iQue el Seior, por intercesion
de la Santisima Virgen Maria, bendiga abundantemente a todos ustedes!

El tema de las lecturas de hoy es evitar la codicia y la posesividad. La codiciosa
adquisicidon de riqueza y poder es inutil, porque todo y todos estan “aqui hoy y
manana se fueron”. Por lo tanto, el significado de la vida no se puede encontrar en
el acaparamiento egoista de riquezas y posesiones, sino solo en compartirlas con
los necesitados. La primera lectura, tomada de Eclesiastés, nos recuerda que la
adquisicidon codiciosa de bienes y el acaparamiento egoista de ellos son inutiles
porque cuando el acaparador muere, él va a la eternidad con las manos vacias, y
sus herederos ganan, y quizas derrochan, sus riquezas. En el Salmo Responsorial
(Salmo 90), el Salmista nos reta a escuchar a Dios y permitirle que ablande
nuestros corazones para que podamos compartir nuestras bendiciones con los
demas. En la _segunda lectura, Pablo dirige nuestra atencion a tesoros celestiales
duraderos y advierte que la codicia por la riqueza y la influencia es idolatria. El
aconseja: "Mueren tus partes que son terrenales: inmoralidad, impureza, pasion,
deseo maligno y la avaricia que es idolatria" (Colosenses 3: 5). En el Evangelio de
hoy, Jesus, cuenta la parabola de los necios rico, nos advierte contra todo tipo de
avaricia, porque la avaricia aleja el enfoque de nuestra vida de Dios y de servirlo y
amarlo en otras personas. Jesus dice que Dios llama tonto al rico codicioso porque
el hombre pensd que no moriria pronto y que no era responsable de la forma en
gue usaba sus riquezas. El hombre rico habia olvidado que Dios le habia prestado
su rigueza para compartir con los necesitados. Jesus también nos advierte que
nuestra vida eterna no consiste en posesiones terrenales (Lucas 12: 15), que
deberiamos compartir para ganar la vida eterna. Estamos invitados a compartir
nuestras bendiciones con los demas. La parabola del rico tonto nos da una
advertencia y una invitacion. Nos recuerda que nuestras posesiones son solamente
prestadas por Dios, y que somos responsables de su uso. Debemos ser generosos
al compartir nuestro tiempo, nuestro tesoro y nuestros talentos en la mayordomia
cristiana. Incluso si somos pobres financieramente, podemos ser bendecidos con
inteligencia, buena voluntad, sentido del humor o la capacidad de consolar,
alentar, inspirar, apoyar y ayudar a otros. Dios espera que le demos nuestro
agradecimiento por todas estas bendiciones al compartirlas con otros para su
gloria.
