Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, September 28, 2025

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

Our parish bilingual Catechetical program, Spanish and Vietnamese, Vietnamese
Language School, and Viethamese Eucharistic Youth Movement have begun their
weekly sessions. Again, I invite the parents to make your best efforts to bring your
children to classes and Mass on the weekend. May the Lord, through the intercession
of Our Lady bless each one with you with peace, love, and joy!

The theme of this Sunday's readings is charity. They warn that the selfish and
extravagant use of God’s blessings, like wealth, without sharing them with the poor
and the needy, is a serious sin deserving eternal punishment. Today’s readings stress
the Covenant responsibility of the rich for the poor, reminding us of the truth that
wealth without active mercy for the poor is great wickedness. Amos, in the first
reading, issues a powerful warning to those who seek wealth at the expense of the
poor and who spend their time and their money on themselves alone. He prophesies
that those rich and self-indulgent people will be punished by God with exile because
they don’t care for their poor and suffering brothers. The Psalm praises Yahweh, who
cares for the poor. In the second reading, Paul admonishes us to "pursue
righteousness, devotion, faith, love, patience and gentleness” — noble goals in an age
of disillusionment - rather than riches. In today’s Gospel, Jesus gives us a warning,
pointing to the destiny of the rich man who neglected his duty to show mercy to poor
Lazarus. The rich man was punished, not for having riches, but for neglecting the
Scriptures’ teachings to be mindful of the poor.

We are all rich enough to share our blessings with others. God has blessed each one
of us with wealth, health, special talents, social power, political influence, or a
combination of many blessings. The parable invites us to share what we have been
given with others in various ways instead of using everything exclusively for selfish
gains. We need to remember that sharing is the criterion of the Last Judgment -
Matthew (25: 31ff) tells us that all six questions to be asked of each one of us by Jesus
when He comes in glory as our judge are based on how we have shared our blessings
from him (food, drink, home, mercy and compassion), with others. We need to treat
the unborn as our brother/sister, Lazarus. The Lazarus of the 21st century is also our
preborn brother and sister. Many of these babies are brutally executed in their
mother’'s wombs. Their cries for a chance to live are rejected 4400 times a day in our
country. The rich man was condemned for not treating Lazarus as his brother. We also
will be condemned for our selfishness if we do not treat the preborn as our brothers
and sisters.

Domingo, Septiembre 28, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Nuestro programa bilinglie de Catequesis parroquial en espanol y vietnamita, la
Escuela de Lengua Vietnamita y el Movimiento Eucaristico Juvenil Viethamita ya han
comenzado sus sesiones semanales. Una vez mas, invito a los padres a hacer todo lo
posible por traer a sus hijos a las clases y a la misa los fines de semana.

El tema de las lecturas de este domingo es la caridad. Advierten que el uso egoista y

extravagante de las bendiciones de Dios, como la riqueza, sin compartirlas con los
pobres y los necesitados, es un pecado grave que merece un castigo eterno. Las
lecturas de hoy enfatizan la responsabilidad del Pacto de los ricos para con los pobres,
recordandonos la verdad de que la riqueza sin piedad activa para los pobres es una
gran maldad. Amds, en la primera lectura, emite una advertencia poderosa a aquellos
que buscan riqueza a expensas de los pobres y que gastan su tiempo y su dinero solo
en ellos. El profetiza que esas personas ricas y autocomplacientes seran castigadas
por Dios con el exilio porque no les importan sus hermanos pobres y sufrientes. El
salmo alaba a Jehova, que se preocupa por los pobres. En la segunda lectura, Pablo
nos exhorta a "perseguir la justicia, la devocion, la fe, el amor, la paciencia y la
gentileza", objetivos nobles en una era de desilusién, en lugar de riquezas. En el
Evangelio de hoy, Jesus nos da una advertencia, sefialando el destino del hombre rico
que descuidd su deber de mostrar misericordia al pobre Lazaro. El hombre rico fue
castigado, no por tener riquezas, sino por descuidar las ensefianzas de las Escrituras
para tener en cuenta a los pobres.

Todos somos lo suficientemente ricos como para compartir nuestras bendiciones con
los demas. Dios nos ha bendecido a cada uno de nosotros con riqueza, salud, talentos
especiales, poder social, influencia politica o una combinacién de muchas bendiciones.
La parabola nos invita a compartir lo que se nos ha dado con otros de varias maneras
en lugar de usar todo exclusivamente para obtener ganancias egoistas. Necesitamos
recordar que compartir es el criterio del Juicio Final - Mateo (25: 31ff) nos dice que
Jesus hara las seis preguntas a cada uno de nosotros cuando venga en gloria, ya que
nuestro juez se basa en cdmo tenemos compartimos nuestras bendiciones de él
(comida, bebida, hogar, misericordia y compasion), con otros. Necesitamos tratar a
los no nacidos como nuestro hermano / hermana, Lazaro.
