Pastor’s Corner

Sunday, September 7, 2025

Dear Parishioners of St Columban!

Tomorrow, Monday, September 8, we will have the Anointing of the Sick Mass in three
languages at 6:00 PM. We kindly ask all of you to bring your elderly or ill parents to
receive the sacrament of anointing. Through the Anointing of the Sick, the Lord brings
healing and grace to those who are suffering. Our parish will begin the new
catechetical year with the Catechism and Youth Programs starting on Saturday,
September 20. We also ask for your continued support of the PSA 2025 so we may
have the financial means to repair and improve the air conditioning system in the
church. Once again, I am very grateful to all of you for your generosity to our Church
and School. May the Lord, through the intercession of Our Blessed Mother, reward you
and pour out countless spiritual blessings upon all of you!

Today’s readings challenge us to the true Christian discipleship, that is, total commit-
ment to the will of God, putting God first in our lives. The first reading, from the Book
of Wisdom, instructs us to ask for the gifts of discernment and strength from the Holy
Spirit, so that we may do the will of God as His true disciples. The second reading,
from St. Paul’s letter to Philemon, teaches us that detachment and renunciation are
necessary for a true disciple of Christ. As a responsible Apostle and zealous disciple of
Christ, Paul had to renounce the service of his new helper, Onesimus, and return him
to his master. As a new disciple of Christ, Onesimus had to leave Paul, face his owner
as a runaway slave and accept the consequences. The responsorial psalm instructs
true disciples to lead holy lives by remaining constantly aware of the brevity and un-
certainty of life. Today’s Gospel reminds us to count the cost of being a disciple and
follower of Christ, because the cost is high: true Christian discipleship requires one to
"renounce" both earthly possessions and possessions of the heart (i.e., one's relation-
ships). In today’s Gospel, Jesus lays out four conditions for true Christian discipleship:
(i) Renounce too much attachment to family, giving priority to God and His command-
ments; (ii) Break off the excessive attachment to possessions by leading a detached
life, willingly sharing one’s blessings with others; (iii) Accept the hard consequences of
discipleship, which include daily sacrificial service done for others and even giving
one’s life for them; (iv) Calculate the cost involved in following Jesus. Using the two
parables of the tower-builder and the king defending his country, Jesus says to think
long and hard about Christian discipleship before a decision is made.

We need to accept the challenge of Christian discipleship with heroic commitment and
practice it. We do so by:(1) recharging our spiritual batteries daily through prayer, i.e.,
by talking to God, and by listening to Him through the meditative reading and study of
the Bible; (2) sharing in God’s life through frequent and active participation in the Eu-
charistic celebration; (3) practicing the spirit of detachment and the renunciation of
evil habits; (4) giving our time, talents, and resources generously, for the Lord’s work
in our parish community, relying on the guidance of the Holy Spirit; (5) loving all God’s
children, especially the less fortunate ones, through humble and selfless acts of kind-
ness, mercy, forgiveness, and service; (6) showing true commitment to the obligations
and duties entrusted to us by our vocation in life and our profession, like fidelity in
marriage and firm adherence to justice, in both our living and our profession.

Domingo, Septiembre 7, 2025
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

Mafiana, lunes 8 de septiembre, tendremos la Misa de Uncién de los Enfermos en tres
idiomas a las 6:00 p.m. Invitamos cordialmente a todos los hermanos y hermanas a traer
a sus padres ancianos o enfermos para recibir el sacramento de la uncién. A través de
este sacramento, el Sefior sana y fortalece a los enfermos con su gracia. Nuestra
parroquia dara inicio a los programas de Catecismo y Movimiento Juvenil el proximo
sabado 20 de septiembre. Pedimos a todos que continlen contribuyendo al Fondo de
Servicios Pastorales 2025, PSA 2025para que podamos contar con los recursos necesarios
para reparar el sistema de aire acondicionado de la iglesia. Una vez mas, que el Sefior,
por intercesion de Nuestra Madre Santisima, les recompense y derrame abundantes
bendiciones espirituales sobre todos ustedes.

Las lecturas de hoy nos desafian al verdadero discipulado cristiano, es decir, un

compromiso total con la voluntad de Dios, poniendo a Dios primero en nuestras vidas. La
primera lectura, del Libro de la Sabiduria, nos instruye a pedir los dones de
discernimiento y fortaleza del Espiritu Santo, para que podamos hacer la voluntad de Dios
como sus verdaderos discipulos. La segunda lectura, de la carta de San Pablo a Filemodn,
nos ensefla que el desapego y la renuncia son necesarios para un verdadero discipulo de
Cristo. Como apdstol responsable y celoso discipulo de Cristo, Pablo tuvo que renunciar al
servicio de su nuevo ayudante, Onésimo, y devolverlo a su maestro. Como nuevo
discipulo de Cristo, Onésimo tuvo que dejar a Pablo, enfrentar a su duefio como un
esclavo fugitivo y aceptar las consecuencias. El salmo responsorial instruye a los
verdaderos discipulos a llevar vidas santas al permanecer constantemente conscientes de
la brevedad y la incertidumbre de la vida. El Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda que debemos
contar el costo de ser discipulo y seguidor de Cristo, porque el costo es alto: el verdadero
discipulado cristiano requiere que uno "renuncie" tanto a las posesiones terrenales como
a las posesiones del corazén (es decir, las relaciones personales). En el Evangelio de hoy,
JesUs establece cuatro condiciones para el verdadero discipulado cristiano: (i) Renunciar
a demasiado apego a la familia, dando prioridad a Dios y sus mandamientos; (ii) Romper
el apego excesivo a las posesiones llevando una vida separada, compartiendo
voluntariamente las bendiciones de uno con los demas; (iii) Acepte las duras
consecuencias del discipulado, que incluyen el servicio sacrificial diario hecho por otros e
incluso dar la vida por ellos; (iv) Calcule el costo involucrado en seguir a Jesus. Usando
las dos parabolas del constructor de la torre y el rey que defiende su pais, Jesus dice que
piense mucho sobre el discipulado cristiano antes de tomar una decision.
Necesitamos aceptar el desafio del discipulado cristiano con un compromiso heroico y
practicarlo. Lo hacemos al: (1) recargar nuestras baterias espirituales diariamente a
través de la oracién, es decir, hablando con Dios y escuchandolo a través de la lectura
meditativa y el estudio de la Biblia; (2) compartir la vida de Dios a través de la
participacion frecuente y activa en la celebracién eucaristica; (3) practicar el espiritu de
desapego y la renuncia a los malos habitos; (4) dando generosamente nuestro tiempo,
talentos y recursos para la obra del Sefior en nuestra comunidad parroquial, confiando en
la guia del Espiritu Santo; (5) amar a todos los hijos de Dios, especialmente a los menos
afortunados, a través de actos humildes y desinteresados de bondad, misericordia,
perddn y servicio; (6) mostrando un verdadero compromiso con las obligaciones y debe-
res que nos confia nuestra vocacion en la vida y nuestra profesion, como la fidelidad en el
matrimonio y la firme adhesidon a la justicia, tanto en nuestra vida como en nuestra
profesion.
