Dear Parents and Students,

The basketball season is underway and home games are beginning. The students were made aware of
some reminders as we begin the season in Tuesday’s morning announcements. We are asking for your
help, too, in having your children and athletes follow these important reminders. These are outlined
below:

e The Sisters’ Religion classroom and Miss Kortz’s 1% grade classroom will be used as locker rooms
for teams on home game nights.

e Athletes and coaches only are allowed in these classrooms. No other student is allowed.
