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Encourage children to embrace Mary’s virtues

May is a month in which we honor our Blessed
Mother in gratitude for leading us to her Son.
She shows us how to follow Him by sharing the

practice of virtues, such as:

Humility. Even when Mary learned she
would be the mother of the Savior, she still
considered herself a “lowly handmaid” (Luke
1:48). She surrendered to God'’s will. Children
can practice humility by doing what they're
asked willingly and quickly, and by waiting

their turns patiently.

Generosity. After the Annunciation, Mary

hurried to Elizabeth’s house knowing that her cousin

would need help when St. John was born. Children

can look for ways to help at home. They can also

be merciful by letting go of grudges and choosing

forgiveness instead.

Gratitude. Mary’s Magnificat is a prayer of

praise, joy, and thanksgiving to God for
blessing her and fulfilling His promises. Tell
children to say “thank you” when someone
does something nice for them. Encourage

them to look for ways to share their gifts with

others in need.
