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Why Ash Wednesday? Christians gather on Ash Wednesday to mark the
beginning of Lent’s baptismal preparation for Easter. During the 40 days of
repentance and renewal, the Church gathers midweek to pray and praise.
Psalms, hymns, scriptures, meditation, and prayer give us opportunities to
reflect again on our baptismal vows, to converse with one another about our
mission in the Church of Jesus Christ, and to be moved by God’s Spirit to
make a difference in our homes, our jobs, and our world. Our journey takes
us always past the cross of our Lord, by which we are pointed to our final
destination — the Resurrection.

The Imposition of Ashes is a rite that reminds us of our sinfulness and
mortality (“you are dust and to dust you shall return”). Mindful of our
predicament, we also remember God’s power to raise the dead to new life.
We receive the ashes in the sign of the cross, to remind us that Jesus died
for our sins on the cross so that we might become God’s children and share
in Jesus’ resurrection from the dead.

+

Therefore . . . learn Christ and him crucified. Learn to praise him and,
despairing of yourself, say, “Lord Jesus, you are my righteousness, just as I
am your sin. You have taken upon yourself what is mine and have given to
me what is yours. You have taken upon yourself what you were not and
have given to me what I was not.” Beware of aspiring to such purity that you
will not wish to be looked upon as a sinner or to be one. For Christ dwells
only in sinners. On this account he descended from heaven, where he dwelt
among the righteous, to dwell among sinners. Meditate on this love of his
and you will see his sweet consolation. For why was it necessary for him to
die if we can obtain a good conscience by our works and afflictions?
Accordingly you will find peace only in him and only when you despair of
yourself and your own works. Besides, you will learn from him that just as
he has received you, so he has made your sins his own and has made his
righteousness yours.

If you firmly believe this as you ought (and he is damned who does not
believe it), receive your untaught and hitherto erring brothers, patiently help
them, make their sins yours, and, if you have any goodness, let it be theirs.
Thus the Apostle teaches, “Receive one another as Christ also received you
to the glory of God.”
