Sunday 22 March 

Today we explore Mana Island – Welcome to an Eco experience - a nature day trip to the stunningly 

beautiful Mana Island.  We start with a 20 minute boat ride to the Island followed by a 30 minute presentation 

at the historic woolshed about the human and natural history.  Before having approx. 4 hours to enjoy the 

wonders of the Island, the guides will be able to show us the tracks and best spots for seeing the island’s 

flora and fauna, plus the stunning sea and mainland views. Picnic on the beach, swim in the bay or just relax 

in nature. See rare and endangered birds in their natural environment.  ENJOY it is your day.   

A picnic lunch is included today, but you will need drinks, sunhat, sun block, CAMERA, togs & towel if you 

wish to enjoy a dip. 

 

Clothing – Inspect all items of clothing, including scarves, beanies and hats. Pay particular attention to 

socks, all pockets and any Velcro. 

Footwear – Inspect all footwear for soil and plant material – this includes laces, folds and under the 

innersoles. Clean tread completely to remove chunks of soil and scrub clean.  Try to achieve the cleanliness 

of a brand new shoe. 

Food – Use well sealed containers. Clear, plastic, airtight containers are ideal. Arriving on the island with 

open shopping bags is unacceptable and these will be sent back with the boat.   

 

Please note:- as we are travelling through open water this day trip is subject to weather conditions on the 

day- we do have a back-up day of Monday if needed. 

 

Monday 23 March 
This morning we depart Wellington for our return journey, pausing at a couple of places along the way.
