He founded the Congregation of Missionary Sons | %
of the Immaculate Heart of Mary (the Claretians).
Anthony became the Archbishop of Santiago
de Cuba on 20 May 1850. He also founded the
Teaching Sisters of Mary Immaculate. Following
his work in the Caribbean, Blessed Pope Pius IX
ordered Anthony back to Spain, where he be-
came confessor to Queen Isabella Il, and was exiled with her. He
had the gifts of prophecy and miracles, and was reported to have
preached 10,000 sermons and published 200 works. Anthony
spread devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and the Immaculate
Heart of Mary.
