Previous research has shown that college students who regularly use text messages tend to send them during class lectures. That’s according to the study’s main author, Professor Wei from the University of Pittsburgh. “Now we see that in-class texting partially interferes with a student’s ability to pay attention, which prior studies show is necessary for effective cognitive learning.”

Task 1

Both texts explore the role of mobile devices in college classrooms, but they present contrasting perspectives on their impact. The first text, based on research by Professor Wei from the University of Pittsburgh, warns that texting during lectures can disrupt students’ attention, which is essential for effective cognitive learning. This suggests that certain uses of technology may hinder academic performance when they compete with the focus required for understanding course material. In contrast, the second text highlights the constructive potential of mobile devices, describing how students use them for note-taking, fact-checking, accessing e-textbooks, and engaging in online collaboration. These activities demonstrate that technology, when applied purposefully, can enhance learning by providing quick access to resources and supporting interactive educational practices. Taken together, the texts reveal a dual reality: while mobile devices can be a source of distraction, they also offer significant opportunities for improving academic engagement and productivity when used appropriately.
