From Pope Francis
2022 Lenten Message

‘Let us not grow tired of uprooting evil from our lives.
May the corporal fasting to which Lent calls us fortify our
spirit for the battle against sin,” Pope Francis said.

‘Let us not grow tired of asking for forgiveness in the
Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation, knowing that
God never tires of forgiving.”

For his Lenten message this year, the Pope chose to
focus on a theme taken from Galatians 6:9-10: “Let us not
grow tired of doing good, for in due time we shall reap our
harvest, if we do not give up. So then, while we have the
opportunity, let us do good to all.”

Pope Francis underlined that Lent is a time to actively
seek out those in need to offer charity and share the love
of God.

“While it is true that we have our entire life to sow
goodness, let us take special advantage of this Lenten
season to care for those close to us and to reach out to
our brothers and sisters who lie wounded along the path
of life,” he said.

‘Lent is a favorable time to seek out — and not to avoid —
those in need; to reach out — and not to ignore — those
who need a sympathetic ear and a good word; to visit —
and not to abandon - those who are lonely. Let us put
into practice our call to do good to all, and take time to
love the poor and needy, those abandoned and rejected,
those discriminated against and marginalized.”
