With the start of the new semester
came a couple of changes concerning
the high schooler’s schedules. The
master schedule was altered, meaning
all of the classes are now occurring at
different periods than they were
previously, likely to make room for new
classes. Also, the “Genius Hour” we
previously had at the end of the day has
been replaced with an advisory period
directly after lunch. And, of course, we
have transitioned to having all eight
classes per day as opposed to the
previous block schedule with four
classes per day.

Due to the changes, many students had
to be removed from classes they were
previously enrolled in, and put in
classes they hadn’t been in before.
Many students feel the transition has
been difficult.

Concerning the
changes in class length, according to a
survey held by the newspaper, the
most commonly held sentiments
among students are that it is easier to
absorb class material and complete
work in longer classes.
