COMMITTMENT

Creating an environment where parents feel comfortable
to leave their children is one of our highest priorities.

BACKGROUND CHECKS

We require background checks
for all of our Focus Kids team
members who serve and have
access to our Focus Kids areas.

RESTROOM & DIAPER CHANGES

We kindly ask parents to take
your child to the restroom before
class to help limit mid-service
breaks. For safety, only female
volunteers may change diapers
and no volunteer ever enters a
restroom alone with a child. You'll
receive a diaper bag tag at
check-in to keeps thing
organized for our team.

CALMING A CHILD

We want your child to have a great
experience in Focus Kids. If your
child in inconsolable for more than
15 minutes, we’ll contact the
number on their name tag.

INJURY

Each classroom has a First Aid Kit.
For any injuries, our team will
complete a Focus Kids Incident
Report, required to be signed by
the campus leader and parents.

SICK pOLICY

If your child isn’t feeling well, we
kindly ask that they rest at home
so we can keep germs from
spreading. For safety reasons, our
team can’t give out any medication
—but if your child needs it during
their time at church, a parent or
guardian is welcome to step in and
help.






CHECK-IN
Upon arrival our check-in team will
be ready to help you in our

designated first time family check-in

area. Walk your child to their

classroom & give them a hug before

they runoff and join the fun. Enjoy
our worship experience knowing

your kids are in great hands! Check-

in at all of our locations begin 15
minutes before the start of the
experience.

SNACK pOLICcY

Goldfish and plain Cheerios are
served in Mega Pixels and Little
Lenses only. Please list any food
allergies on your child’s name tag
and inform our team—we carefully
check every tag before serving
snacks. Bottles, sippy cups, and
water bottles must be clearly
labeled. Parents may send their
own snacks for these age groups if
preferred.

CHECK-0VT

After the worship experience head
back to fetch your child using the
pick-up sticker you will receive at
check-in. No child will be released
without the proper check-out
sticker. If the sticker is lost, a Focus
Kids leader will verify your ID and
contact information to release the
child.

In an effort to create a distraction
free environment toys from home
are not allowed. Our team provides
all necessary age appropriate toys
and playtime activities in each of
our classrooms.
