World News

Ethiopia: Ethiopia will be holding a General Election on 1st
June. Please continue to pray for a peaceful and fair elec-
tion process. Please pray for the fuel shortages that are
severely impacting the country and for the knock-on effect
on food prices which rose by 13.5% in April alone.

Ebola: Please pray for an end to the current outbreak of the
Ebola virus in DR Congo. Pray for healing for those suffer-
ing, comfort for those mourning, provision of a vaccine

and medical treatments. Pray for God’s peace and hope to
replace fear.

Lebanon: In the Middle East tensions remain high, the
region is on edge. In Lebanon and across the Middle East,
churches and believers have been caught in the crossfire
alongside everyone else, whilst continuing to respond to
the humanitarian and spiritual needs of people who have
been displaced. According to the UN, more than 1 million
are still displaced in Lebanon. Having weathered the dan-
gers of the past several weeks, our partners ask us to pray
that world leaders will be able to negotiate a lasting peace
agreement.

Cambodia: Pray for our partners M’Lup Russey as they
launch their Safer Futures project 2026. Praise God for
funding for new project staff. Please pray for the recruit-
ment process. Pray for favour for the team as they engage
with churches and communities, families and institutions,
to ensure safer futures for children in Cambodia.
