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Dear Lakewood Family,

Over the past few months, I've shared with you about my upcoming sabbatical
leave, focusing primarily on what I will be doing during that time. As my sabbatical
quickly approaches, I'd now like to share how pastoral care and worship leadership
will be covered in my absence.

Thankfully, Lakewood is blessed with a strong and gifted staff. You will be well cared
for by leaders who already know you and are part of this community. For most of the
summer, Brian Mitchell will serve as Acting Head of Staff. He will preach regularly,
lead worship, supervise the staff, and oversee the day-to-day operations of the
church. He will also be available to lead bereavement services as needed. As Brian
nears the completion of his seminary studies, this will be a meaningful opportunity
for him to grow in pastoral leadership, and | am confident he will serve you well.

Because Brian is not yet ordained—and because he will have some scheduling
commitments related to school and youth ministry—he will be supported by our
Parish Associate, Vickie Bossuot. Vickie will provide pastoral care during weeks
when Brian is away and will also carry out those responsibilities that require
ordination, including administering the sacraments and moderating Session. A
schedule will be shared so you will know who is available for pastoral care each
week.



In addition to Brian and Vickie, several guest preachers will join us over the summer.
Our Lead Presbyter, David Rollins, will be with us in June. Rev. Rebekah Hutto will
preach in late July, and Jenny Tammera will join us in August. Other colleagues—
including Rev. Sandra Hedrick, who along with her husband Chuck has recently
made LPC her church home, and Rev. Susan Takis, our Presbytery Area
Relationship Coordinator—will also be available as resources and support for both
leadership and congregation.

As always, the Session will continue its important role in providing governance and
oversight. | am deeply grateful for their steady and faithful leadership and know they
will continue to guide the church well.

We have also secured a substitute organist who will provide weekly accompaniment
for worship throughout the summer. The choir will take a break and return in
September. In addition, the Personnel Committee has already received applications
from several highly qualified candidates for the Interim Music Director/Organist
position. Interviews are expected to take place in May, and it is possible that an
interim could be in place and begin sometime during the summer.

Finally, as Brian and Vickie take on these additional responsibilities, I'm sure you will
pleased to know that the Session has approved providing them with additional
compensation through the sabbatical support fund.

As | step away for this season, | do so trusting that this will be a meaningful time not
only for me, but for Lakewood as well. This sabbatical will be a time of spiritual
renewal and creative awakening for me, and | look forward to sharing its fruit with
you when | return. Thank you for your support in making this time of deep rest
possible—I will be praying for you and look forward to being back with you in the fall,
renewed and ready for what lies ahead.
