Why do Catholics cover crucifixes and statues during Lent?

It seems strange that during the most sacred time of year Catholics cover everything that is
beautiful in their churches, even the crucifix. Shouldn’t we be looking at the painful scene at
Calvary while we listen to the Passion narrative on Palm Sunday?
While it may appear counterintuitive to veil statues and images during the final weeks of Lent,
the Catholic Church recommends this practice to heighten our senses and build within us a
longing for Easter Sunday. It is a tradition that should not only be carried out in our local
parish, but can also be a fruitful activity for the “domestic church” to practice.

The rubrics can guide us. In the Roman Missal we find the instruction, “In the Dioceses of the
United States, the practice of covering crosses and images throughout the church from
[the fifth] Sunday [of Lent] may be observed. Crosses remain covered until the end of the
Celebration of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, but images remain covered until the

beginning of the Easter Vigil.

(De donde viene la costumbre catolica de tapar las imdgenes sagradas durante el tiempo

liturgica de la Iglesia. En primer lugar, no es verdad que las imagenes se tapen durante toda la

Cuaresma, sino solamente en los dias que preceden a la Pasion del Sefior, mas exactamente a
partir del 5° Domingo de Cuaresma.

Pero mas importante que las normas es comprender su significado. Al tapar el crucifijo, hasta

el Viernes Santo, y las imagenes de los santos, hasta la Vigilia Pascal, la Iglesia anticipa el
luto por la muerte de su Senor.
El enfoque de las lecturas es también

distinto: en las primeras semanas de la
Cuaresma, los textos litargicos llaman
sobre todo a la penitencia y a la con-
version personal. A partir de la 5.*
semana de Cuaresma — que, en el
calendario antiguo, se llamaba ]
simplemente 1° Domingo de Pasion —
, los fieles empiezan a escuchar las
narraciones del Evangelio de San
Juan, que invitan a mirar a Jesis 8 §
crucificado, no tanto con los ojos de la
carne, sino mas bien con los del alma.
En su pedagogia de madre, por tanto,
la Iglesia introduce a los fieles en un
misterio: el Viernes Santo, la cruz es
desvelada de nuevo y ofrecida a la
adoracion de los fieles.
