Reverence for Blessed Palms

Because the palms are blessed, they are now sacramentals, which "are sacred signs instituted by the Church.
They prepare [us] to receive the fruit of the sacraments and sanctify different circumstances of

life" (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1667). Sacramentals should be treated with respect and never be
thrown away. Palms may only be burned or buried.

Prayer Service: The family then gathers together. The father reads the account of the entry of Jesus into
Jerusalem (from the Gospel of Mark 11:1-10 or Matt 21:1-11 or John 12:12-16 or Luke 19:28-40). Then the
mother, with a lighted candle, leads the procession through all the rooms of the house. All sing the hymn A//
Glory, Laud and Honor and place a palm cross either above the door in each room, or behind the crucifix.
Closing Prayer: Loving God, We praise you in a special way today as we celebrate Palm Sunday. Be with us
as we begin our journey through Holy Week that we may draw closer to you, knowing suffering and death, yet
remaining hopeful in the life you promise. We ask this through Christ, our Lord. Amen.

Fasting and Abstinence Obligations

Fasting: Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of universal fast and abstinence. Fasting is obligatory
for all who have completed their 18th year and have not yet reached their 60th year. Fasting allows a person to eat one
full meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal one full meal. Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory for all who
have reached their 14th year. If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday
night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more
fully and to celebrate more readily his Resurrection.

Abstinence: Fridays in Lent are obligatory days of complete abstinence (from meat) for all who have completed their
14th year.

Obligaciones de ayuno y abstinencia

Ayuno: El Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo son dias obligatorios de ayuno y abstinencia universal. El
ayuno es obligatorio para todos los que han cumplido los 18 afios y atin no han llegado a los 60 afios. El
ayuno le permite a una persona comer una comida completa. Se pueden tomar dos comidas més pequefias,
que no equivalgan a una comida completa. La abstinencia (de carne) es obligatoria para todos los que han
cumplido 14 afios. Si es posible, el ayuno del Viernes Santo contintia hasta la Vigilia Pascual (en la noche
del Sabado Santo) como el "ayuno pascual" para honrar el sufrimiento y la muerte del Sefior Jesus, y para
prepararnos para compartir mas plenamente y celebrar més facilmente. su Resurreccion.
Abstinencia: 1os viernes de Cuaresma son dias obligatorios de abstinencia total (de carne) para todos los que

hayan cumplido 14 afos.




Easter Triduum

The summit of the Liturgical Year is the Easter Triduum—ifrom the evening of Holy Thursday
to the evening of Easter Sunday. Though chronologically three days, they are liturgically one
day unfolding for us the unity of Christ's Paschal Mystery.

The single celebration of the Triduum marks the end of the Lenten season, and leads to the
Mass of the Resurrection of the Lord at the Easter Vigil.

The liturgical services that take place during the Triduum are:

° Mass of the Lord's Supper

° Good Friday of the Lord's Passion
3 Mass of the Resurrection of the Lord

When does the Easter begin?
The Easter Triduum begins with the evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday,
reaches its high point in the Easter Vigil, and closes with Evening Prayer on Easter Sunday.

. Qué es Triduo Pascual?

La expresion Triduo Pascual es reciente y se ha empleado desde, aproximadamente, el afio
1930 hasta la actualidad. No obstante, en el siglo IV tanto San Ambrosio como San Agustin ya
hablaban de Triduum Sacrum, para referirse a los tres dias en los que transcurren el sufrimiento
y la gloria de Jesucristo.

Asimismo, Triduo Pascula deriva del latin 7riduumm Paschale, que significa, respetivamente,
“tres dias” y “Pascua”.

El Triduo Pascual es un tiempo destinado para celebrar los tres dias mas sombrios y
gloriosos del cristianismo que en conjunto forman un todo y abarcan totalmente el misterio
pascual.

Su importancia reside en recordar que Jesus en su pasion y muerte nos eximio de culpa y dio la
gloria de Dios y la vida por medio de su resurreccion.

El Triduo Pascual es el momento mas importante de la Semana Santa compuesto por los dias
Jueves Santo, Viernes Santo y Sabado Santo hasta la madrugada, cuando se realiza la Vigilia
Pascual en vispera del Domingo de Pascua, con el fin de revivir la alegria por la resurreccion
de Jesucristo.

Triduo Pascual son los tres dias mas importantes de la liturgia cristiana, que marcan el fin
de la Cuaresma, en los cuales se conmemora la pasion, muerte y resurreccion de Jesucristo.
